offices, and a fire department and*

rescue squad building and need not
be repaid until actual work is done.
No estimate was made of the
amount needed for this program.

A former application for a sim-
ilar loan for enlarging the sewage
disposal plant has been withdrawn,
according to McDonald. The
manager explained that prelimi-
nary surveys by state health au-

thorities and engineers had re-
vealed that the stream which re-

ceives the effluent from the pres-
ent sewage treatment plant can-

not absorb an increase within
health standards. The alternative
would be to direct the sewage-

flow into existing trunk lines of
the Washington Suburban Sanitary

Commission. According to Mc-
Donald, this diversion of sewage
can be accomplished without en-
larging the plant.

IN EXPLANATION

On behalf of the Fire Prevention
Committee of the Greenbelt Volun-
teer Fire Department & Rescue
Squad, Inc. I commend you and
your staff for the excellent article
on the Fire Prevention program
in the issue of Thursday, Septem-
ber 20.

We alone cannot successfully
present such a program without
the aid of the civic organizations,
business firms, individuals, schools
and last but not least, the press.
As you know, press coverage is
equally as important as monetary
aid and active participation; we
need all three. For your part in
the success of our program, we are
deeply grateful.

We all know that a misquote or
misunderstanding of words and
phrases can happen in any news or-
ganization to a minor degree; this
might have happened in your re-
port of the appearance of myself,
as representing the Fire Preven-
tion Committee at the GVHC
board meeting. The headline last
week, “GVHC TURNS DOWN
RESCUE SQUAD” struck us on
the Fire Prevention Committee as
a misuse of the word “Rescue
Squad” knowing that the actual ac-
tion by the GVHC board was a re-
luctant ruling to deny the Fire Pre-
vention Committee financial aid.

Perhaps a line concerning defi-
nitions is in order: —

FIRE DEPARTMENT:- a part
of the Greenbelt Volunteer Fire
Department and Rescue Squad,
Inc.; objectives: saving of life and
property from fire or other disas-
ter and prevention of fire.

RESCUE SQUAD:- a part of

Greenbelt Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment and Rescue Squad, Inc.; ob-
jectives: administering first aid to
injured and transport sick and in-
jured.

FIRE PREVENTION COMMIT-
TEE:- A 5-man committee of the
Greenbelt Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment and Rescue Squad, Inc.,
whose responsibility is to inspect
public places and business for vio-
Georges County; suggest means of

compliance with code ond to pro-
mote Fire Prevention in the minds
of everyone within our fire dis-
trict.

In the paragraph relative to my
appearance at the GVHC board
meeting, it is stated that “the
board came to the reluctant con-
conclusion that a “donation to the
Rescue Squad would be contrary
to GVHC policy”, since, among
other things, the Rescue Squad was
planning individual solicitations
and a “door-to-door canvass for
funds.” At the end of the para-

graph “a plea to members (GVHC)

to give generously to the Rescue
Squad drive”.

We would like to clarify the
usage of the word “Rescue Squad”
as used relative to canvass, drive
and donation. This plea for aid
was from the Fire Prevention Com-
mittee for the Fire Prevention pro-
gram NOT for the Fire Depart-
ment; NOT for the Rescue Squad;
