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Community CARE Campaign
To Benefit Tibetan Refugees

An unprecedented holiday gift CARE campaign
sponsored by the Greenbelt community willprovide
food packages for Tibetan refugees who have fled
the Chinese Communist invasion of their country,,
Presently harbored in India, their plight has been
previously little publicized.

Organized by Seymour Kaplan,
71-H Ridge Road, who is serving
as permanent chairman, the cam-
paign has received the enthusi-
astic support of every church-
group in the city plus leading
civic organizations. Representa-
tives of these groups have formed
the committee which will direct
the campaign. All promotional
expenses will be paid by the
Twin Pines Savings and Loan
Association. An unusual feature
is that no formal solicitation of
funds will be made.

The Greenbelt drive ties in
with CARE’S regular holiday gift
campaign, in which people are

encouraged to send a food package
abroad in the name of someone
else in place of a gift. This
helps to solve the problem of the
long Christmas shopping list.
The purchaser of the CARE
package sends a special greeting
card provided by CARE to notify
the person that a gift package
has been sent in his name.

The new twist, which has never
before been attempted by CARE,
is that all of the food packages
bought by local residents will be
distributed to one particular
needy group abroad. The
refugees from Tibet will be told
of Greenbelt* s great concern
about their difficult situation and
the city’s desire to feed as many
of them as possible.

Since Tibet is on the border
of India, the Tibetans have fled
into that country, which un-
fortunately is presently
struggling hard to feed its own
population. Although India is
’doing what it can to help

the refugees, the CARE packages
are urgently needed to maintain
a subsistence diet for the
Tibetans. Lodged in remote
villages on the border, they have
not been noticed by the world.

As Kaplan explained it, “A gift
of a dollar or more sent in the
name of a friend on your shopping
list instead of a necktie or
some other item that may never
be used will not only help
people who have received little
or no aid from the outside world
but will also strike a blow against
the threatening menace of Com-
munism.” He pointed out that
one dollar would pay for
the supplementary feeding of a
family of four for one month.

Each representative on the
campaign committee will disemi-
nate information to his own
organization and collect orders
for the food TVdn P’oes
will also accept orders. In
addition, boxes will be placed
around town and in the Coop food
store for those who simply wish
to contribute money toward the
campaign.

All money collected will be
deposited in a special account
in Twin Pines, with the books
open for public inspection. In
addition to the standard CARE
holiday gift cards, insert cards
will be provided by Twin Pines
which will tell the recipient of
the gift card about the special
purpose of the . Greenblet
campaign.

No goal in terms of dollars
bought or food packages
purchased has been set for the
campaign, which will run through
December 31.

The story points out that
Greenbelt is the only Maryland
city of its size with a recreation
department and gives the
estimate of Recreation Director
Warren Leddick that 70 percent
of the population uses one or
another of the recreation facil-
ities. The program includes
19 athletic teams plus the many
Little League and Boy Scout
activities aided by the de-
partment.

Outdoor facilities are listed as
including five blacktop basketball
courts, a lighted softball court,
and 22 tot playgrounds, each with
swings, slides, see-saws, and
jungle gyms. The story also
mentions the new $138,000 youth
center now nearing completion
which will include a roller skating
rink, arts and

Offset; to Use More Pictures

A major change in the appearance and style of the
Greenbelt News Review is inaugurated with this issue
printed in the photo offset process. The new printer
for the newspaper is Photonews, Takoma Park,
D. C„, the largest and most modern plant for the
printing of newspapers by photo offset in the Wash-
ington area.

that the papers will be regularly
ready for distritution earyy
Thursday evening.

The main reason the news-
paper’s board of directors unan-
imously voted to make the change
is a significant reduction in cost.

- Printing by letterpress requires
the use of large expensive type-
setting machines manned by
skilled operators The paper was
formerly printed on a flat-bed
press two pages at a time, h
photo offset the copy is typed
on special typewriters, printed
in column form by automatic
machines, pasted up on a master
dummy, then photographed and
a master print made on aluminum
sheets.

MORE PHOTOGRAPHS
This process lends itself to

the inexpensive but excellent re-
production of photographs. As
a result, the News Review will
feature the use of many more
pictures than it has run in the
past. Previously there has been
a severe limitation in the use of
pictures because the high cost
of engraving. With this cost e-
liminated, the controlling factor
will be available space. Oc-
casionally the News Review will
run a special picture page on
local activities.

The change also means that
there will be no two-page or
six-page issues printed in the

Any material not submitted in

All copy should be typed if at
all possible. Copy written In
longhand must usually be retyped
by the staff, increasing the chance
of errors and also delaying the
editing process.

General policy is to give the
highest priority for publication
to news events taking place in
the community and to news

‘

stories involving residents of
Greenbelt. Stories involving or-
ganizations which cut across die
comijiunity, such as PTA groups,
will get higher priority than or-
ganizations serving a limited
group, such as church affairs.
Articles with a lower priority
have a better chance of being
printed if submitted two weeks
in advance of the event to allow
for possible necessary holdover
until the following week because
of limited space.
