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GHI Members Petition
For Special Meeting

The Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board

of directors at its special meeting
on Thursday, August 23, was fac-
ed with a petition signed by 64
members requesting a special
membership meeting to prohibit
GHI from exercising control over
fences or hedges constructed ac-
cross the pavements of the rear
yards of homes.

The petition, originated by Gil-
bert Plumer, 26-A Ridge, question-
ed the legal right of the corpora-
tion to exercise such control. The
board agreed to hold a special
meeting within 30 days of publica-
tion of a court ruling based on the
injunction to be filed on the le-
gality of GHI rules on installation
of fences.

City Taxes
A numbers game was played in

trying to determine the effects of
new construction on the city tax
base. Among the statistics thrown

about were a reduction in next
year's tax rate to 50 cents per SIOO
and an increase to $1.98. The low-
er estimate assumed eventual com-
pletion of 5,000 Springhill Lake
Apartment units, rather than the

140 now being constructed, the
completion of Klein’s by Easter as
planned, and the building of more

than 200 homes around the lake.

Office Costs
Another item on the agenda

touched on the value of the un-
manned office space at the commer-
cial center. General Manager Roy
Breashears in a breakdown of saler-
ies reported that they were approx-

imately equal to those of last year,
prior to the opening of the office.

A subject of discussion was the
plans for developing the GHI own-
ed idle land. The Land Use Com-
mittee asked for a directive from
the board on this matter.

15 Kilometer Race
The Senior National A.A.U. 15

kilometer (9.315 miles) race will
take place here in Greenbelt on
Sunday, September 2.

Last year’s champions, the Chi-

cago Track and Field Club, will be

back to defend the team title won
last year.

Defending champion George
Foulds, of Penn Hill Striders of
Pittsburgh, will not be back be-

cause of illness.
Last year’s championship racer,

Pete McCardle of the N.Y.A.C.,
who was far ahead of Foulds un-
til he ran off course and lost his
way, will return to try to win.

Last July McCardle won the 10,000
meter run at the U.S.A. vs Poland
meet held in Chicago. He also
won the National Road Runners

Club Postal Championship, break-
ing the world record by four minu-
tes.

The N.Y.A.C. is favored to win
the championship.

One of the top local teams en-
tered is the National Capitol All-
stars, who were the team champ-
ions in the 10 mile Postal run.
Awards for the Postal race will be
presented prior to the awards for
Sunday’s race. These awards will
be presented to the top five men

and the winning team.
A member of the winning team

is a 27 year old Greenbelter, Dave
Knighton, 18-Z-l Ridge. Knighton
won the Novice championship at
the National Road Runners Club
meet this year, his first attempt.
Knighton is a member of the U.S.
Marine Corps Band.

In all, eleven teams have regis-

tered for the race on Sunday, with
a total of 77 entries. The furtherest
entry is from Arkansas. A prize

The Annual Labor Day Festival
Parade will take place at 10 a.m.,

September 3. The line of march,
starting at Crescent and Northway,
will move up Northway to Ridge,
down Ridge to Gardenway, down

Gardenway to Centerway and past
the Reviewing Stand.

the parade will compete for
32 prizes in cash and various tro-

phies.

According to Parade chairman
Sgt. Austin R. Green of the Green-
belt Police Department, the parade
will be made up of four divisions.

The Bresler firm of builders has

applied to the Park and Planning
Board for approval of a new sub-
division. A copy of the applica-
tion has also been sent to the city
of Greenbelt. The land in question,
located on Crescent Road beyond
the Baptist Church and backing up

to the watertower, is already zoned
for R-55 (1-family houses, with a
minimum lot size of 6500 square

feet). The land includes 212 lots
The builder is not applying for

any change in the present zoning.
His proposed plan indicates streets
and roads to be built. The Green-
belt Planning Board will study the
application and pass on a recom-
mendation to the Park and Plan-
ning Board, which will make the
final decision. The new develop-
ment will be called “Boxwood.”

The Martin interests are ap-
plying for a zoning change to R-18
for a triangular site in the same
neighborhood. It totals approxi-
mately 20 acres, and is bounded
by Kenilworth Avenue, extended to

the farm, and Ridge Road going up

Ridge toward the water tower. The
developer is" planning to build town

houses on this site.

A communication has been re-
ceived from the state fish and game
preserve requesting that Green-
belt Lake be drained. It would
then be fertilized, refilled, and
finally restocked. The City Coun-
cil will consider the request in the
near future.

The contract has been let for the

Kenilworth Avenue Extended brid-
ge. The bridge, to form part of a
cloverleaf at Kenilworth and the

new Beltway, will carry Kenil-
worth traffic across the proposed
new Beltway toward the farm.

Work is proceeding in another
area. A clearing is being made

for the bridge across Greenbelt
Road, to carry traffic on the Belt-
way.

Hold Public Hearing
On School Program

Two public hearings will be held
by the Board of Education of
Prince Georges County in regard
to the proposed $47 million school
building program, announced Sup-
erintendent of Schools William S.
Schmidt.

The first meeting will take place
on Thursday, September 13, at 8
p.m. at Northwestern Senior High
School, Adelphi Road, Hyattsville.

The second meeting will be held
on Tuesday, September 18, 8 p.m.,
at Francis Scott Key Junior High
School, 71st and Atwood Streets,
District Heights.

The projects recommended in the
proposed building program include
sixteen new elementary schools and
additions to eight existing elemen-
tary schools; six new junior high
schools and additions to five; three
new senior high schools and addi-
tions to four; and two junior col-
lege projects. The estimated cost
for these forty-four projects is
$47,063,261.

Among the proposals would be
a 600 capacity addition to High
Point Senior High School.

selected by Mrs. Janet Shriver,
Home Demonstration Agent for
Prince Georges County.

The council decided not to as-
sociate the capital improvements
appropriation with the annual
budget, as this would involve de-
lay in the program. They also
felt that future appropriations of
this type should not be “tied” to
the tax rate because the assess-
ment base might vary unpredic-
tably. A motion by Councilman
Tom Canning was therefore final-
ly passed, authorizing an ordinance
to buy certificates of indebtedness
in the amount of $40,000, to be

put to the voters in a referendum.

Juvenile Problem
Discussion of the juvenile prob-

lem centered on the question of
how to “crack down” on the bad
elements without being unduly
harsh on the innocent majority.
City Manager Charles McDonald’s
view was that the State machinery,
represented by a Master of Ju-

venile Causes, could handle the-
problem better than Greenbelt’s
staff, which he believed was not
suitably organized. The general
feeling of council, however, was
that the city needed to take some
concrete steps toward a crack-
down.

This position was reinforced by
interested citizens present, among
them Mr. and Mrs. Leo Gerton of
High’s store, who stated that their
location made them particularly
vulnerable to vandalism. (It was
brought out at the meeting that
the youth who broke the plate
glass window at High’s some weeks
ago has admitted responsibility.)

Two related motions by Council-
man Dave Champion were then
passed, the first making record
files available to any police officer,

and the second authorizing the
sending of juveniles who have been
released to their parents a second
time within a year to county

courts (at Seat Pleasant, Hyatts-
ville, or Upper Marlboro). The
language of the second motion was
carefully considered by those pre-
sent to ensure as far as possible
that persons so transported would’
not be deprived of basic rights,
such as being unfairly detained
without communication with their
parents. The distinction between
complaints, as made by private
citizens, and which can
only be brought by police officers,
was brought out. The officer who>
takes a violator to the court de-
cides whether a charge is to be
brought against him; if he is not
charged, he may only be detained
or released.

Councilman Dave Champion men-
tioned further that other legal pro-
cedures for dealing with juveniles
were available to the city as well,
if further steps should be neces-
sary.

Lake Restoration

Pros and cons of the lake restora-
tion proposal were considered as
a final item on the agenda. The
proposal is contained in an in-
teresting letter from the Maryland
Inland Fish and Game Commis-
sion, whose reading by Mayor
Francis White prompted Canning
to wonder, “How did they count the
fish?” Councilman Ben Gold-
faden moved that manager Mc-

Donald set up a meeting with the

Commission’s representative to

learn details, such as expenses, etc.

Such a meeting was supported by
Bud Dean, who pointed out that
the inlet side of the lake was

too shallow at present, leading to
contamination, and that Lakeside
residents would be interested in
this aspect of the project. The
motion was passed, Canning point-
ing out that the Commission man
has already expressed his willing-
ness to participate in such a meet-
ing.

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News Review Exhibit

Many organizations in town, a-

mong them the Greenbelt News
Review, are preparing to take part
in Greenbelt’s 25th Anniversaary
celebration. The News Review’s
office enjoys the reputation of a
place in which no object can be
lost. An item may be mislaid —for
weeks, months, or years—but hard-
ly lost, as nothing that passes in-
to the office has ever been thrown
out.

Over the course of time, our
headquarters has imperceptibly
become archives of the history of
the town; as have the City office,
the town library, and perhaps also
the attics of certain private citi-
zens.

Recently, the staff has begun
winnowing, classifying, and filing
a quarter century’s accumulated
debris, and some of our discover-
ies have been intriguing. We catch
glimpses of a past that seems quite
unfamiliar, as in this comment by
the manager of the Greenbelt the-
ater in a 1940 issue of the Cooper-
ator (the paper’s former name):

‘‘Greenbelt’s caste in movies runs
far above the average. We de-
mand films of a high artistic, lit-
erary, musical, or sociological con-
tent.” Well, well, well. Anyone for
“Brides of Dracula?” Next week’s
attraction, “Don’tKnock the Twist.”

Still, most of our discoveries
bear out Ecclesiastes there is
nothing new under the sun. In the
same year (1940) we find a great
to-do about the transportation pro-
blem; an irate letter to the Editor
(“I have always classified an ed-
itorial of a paper as stating the pol-
icy of the newspaper . . . only af-
ter careful sifting of rumor from
fact and careful checking of the
source of the informauon in order
to get true facts. Possibly the Co-
operator’s editorial staff has a dif-
ferent view

. . . ”); and an edi-
torial entitled “Better Meetings”
which urges “a demonstration of
confidence in chairmen until there
is some evidence that confidence
is not warranted. A critical atti-
tude is admirable but this should
not display itself as outright sus-
picion. Give the chairman credit
for trying . . . Then put him out
of office ...”

Take comfort, ye chairmen of
Committees and Presidents of
Boards. Your pangs are hallowed
by history and tradition.

These historical oddments would
undoubtedly interest many Green-
belters. The News Review hopes to
make them available at a nomin-
al cost during the Labor Day Fes-
tival. The souvenirs will occupy a
section of our exhibit, and offer a
unique opportunity to the nostal-
gic and the curious. Perhaps you

would like to preserve the announ-
cement of the birth of a baby who
is now grown, married, and a par-

ent; perhaps the issue that appear-
ed during the week your family
moved into town; perhaps an ar-
ticle about yourself or a friend;
perhaps a photograph of some spe-
cial event you still recall with
pleasure.

Although our files go back to
the very first mimeographed issue,
only a limited number of copies
can be spared. Months of examin-
ation and sorting have preceded
the exihibt. These preparations
have been interesting, as well as
laborious; the result promises to
justify our efforts.

She re-
ceived no social security check.

“I’m not anywhere near 65,” she
said. “Besides, I never worked.”

By the time adversity finally di-
rected her to us, Mary had lost,
for herself and her children,
$3048.00 - 12 months at 254.00 a
month.

So - if you’re a married man
and love your family, please face
the fact that you’re not immortal.
Tell your wife that if you should
die, there is such a thing as sur-
vivor’s benefits which you are
earning for her and your children.
And emphasize that they don’t
come automatically. She’ll have to
apply at the nearest Social Secur-
ity district office. Your nearest 1 of-
fice is located at 8113 Fenton Street,
Silver Spring, Maryland.
