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Greenbelt Leads Car Theft Rate
In Washington Metropolitan Arca

Rising crime and the
Greenbelt city layout have
prompted Mayor Gil Weiden-
feld to recommend a ecity-
wide crime watch program.

Greenbelt has the highest
rate of car theft in the
Washington area according
to Weidenfeld, who spoke at
a special meeting of the
Crime Prevention Commit-
tee (CPC) on March 1 to
discuss ideas for implement-
ing a city-wide crime-watch
program.

“There are a lot of apartment
communities, shopping centers
and a good road network here,”
he said, “It's easy to get far
away in only a few minutes.”

Greenbelt is situated near in-
terstate highways 95 and 495
and the Baltimore-Washington
Parkway. Kenilworth Avenue
(201). Greenbelt Road (193) and
Baltimore Avenue (Route 1) are
also close, These roads provide
swift exit from the city.

Because of car thefts and to

breaking and drug use, Weiden-
feld feels that Greenbelt is
“ideal” for a city-wide program.
“There is a high level of volun-
teerism and low miles (to patrol)
in Greenbelt,” he said, “The pro-
gram would have an influential
effect on the city. It would be
a deterrent. If a criminal comes
here to commit a crime, we want
him to know that he is coming
here to get arrested.”

The program would consist of
volunteers in cars marked with
citizen crime-watch emblems, pa-
trolling Greenbelt neighborhoods
and business sectors and report-
ing suspicious incidents via radio
to a base station operator who
would relate that information to
the police.

Weidenfeld’s plan  includes
sending out residents to patrol
neighborhoods other than their
own.

“If a person is trained, it
shouldn’t matter where he works,”
he said. “There are limited bene-
fits in attacking single areas or
hot-spots of crime,” said Weid-
enfeld. ““It works like a bal-
loon. If you squeeze it in one
place, it pops out somewhere

elge.”

Police liaison Pfe. Dave Buer-
ger disagreed with the mayor's
full-scale approach.- He said, ‘I
think crime watch is necessary,
but not to the extent of city-wide,
I don’t think it would be effec-
tive. Citizens want to patrol
their own neighborhoods. A lot
of people on this committee
don’t agree with the city-wide
approach.”

Committee Secretary Sally
Robbins said, “It can't be done.
You can sponsor a city-wide
program, but the only thing you
can have is community involve-
ment. You'd be wasting your
time to go into a neighborhood
if you don't know the territory
or don't know the people. You
wouldn't know what was suspiec-
ious and what wasn't.”

Sara Bomberg, coordinator of
the Springhill Lake Good-Neigh-
bor Crime-Watch Program, said,
“People feel a certain loyalty to
their own neighborhoods. Crime-
watch is wonderful, but if we
start, we have to start in each
little community. It can’t be done
any other way.”

~ Another main concern of the

committee is that community
crime watches have been tried
and have failed in all parts of
Greenbelt (except for Springhill
Lake).

“You need a spark,’ said Buer-
ger. “Someone who is willing to
give a lot of time,”

Bomberg said, “The main thing
you need is someone who doesn't
mind being on the telephone. I'm
on the phone seven nights a week
(coordinating).”

Another consideration is lia-
bility. The mayor said that the
eity could not be held account-
able for accidents or injuries
during crime watch, “It would
strain the city budget,” he said.

The mayor suggested solicit-
ing businesses for donations so
a crime-watch committee coull
purchase portable radios and
build a tower for the base sta-
tion. In return, volunteers would
also patrol the business sectors
of Greenbelt,

Robbins offered an alternative:
“Buy Cellular-One Phones,” she
said. “You're always going to
have interference on radios, and
you have the added expense of
building a tower, With car
phones, volunteers could just eail
the police from their cars. There’s
time saved there, too.”

Nine Key Points

The mayor’s plan had nine
key points:

1. A powerful base station
would be located at the police
station with a high tower where
any place in Greenbelt could be
reached via portable radio.

2. Citizens would patrol both
businesses and residential areas.

3. The Crime Watch Commit-
tee would ask businesses for
contributions to help pay for
radios and other equipment.

4. Crime Watch would be high-
1y publicized to promote citizens’
interest.

5. Volunteers must be traine!
to be on the team.

6. To remain on the team vol-
unteers would have to commit
to at least two hours of time
per month to Crime Watch.

7. The base station operator
would eventually be a paid po-
sition because of the burdens of
scheduling volunteers as well as
monitoring the radio.

8, There would be a new com-
mittee created to oversee omly
the Crime Watch program,

9, Citizens would use their own
cars, which they would have to
insure.

Crime-Watch History
Ten years ago Weidenfeld
made recommendations of a
Crime Watech Program to the
Community Relations Advisory
Board (CRAB). CRAB formed ¢
separate committee which lob-
bied council for monetary sup-
port to fund more police and to
help build stronger relations with
the police in the community, and

The attorneys
have since reviewed the Articles,
finding and correcting one error,
The board then voted to give
members another opportunity to
address the issue of the revised
Articles, thus devoting a special
meeting to the topic. The bylaws
are not being revised at this time,
except to bring them into confor-
mity with the Articles,

Privacy Screen Rules

The board adopted, with re-
visions, the Architecture and En-
vironment Committee’s recom-
mended changes to the rules and
regulations on privacy screens,
The most significant changes in-
clude:

—Written approval of GHI and
adjoining neighbors is required
prior to construction of all pri-
vacy screens;

—The maximum length of
screens is reduced from 16 feet
to B feet;

—Materials and construction
details for wooden screens are
spelled out in detail, All wood-
en sereenz shall be designed to
“present an equally attraetive
face on either side” and shall
“allow for both air and light
penetration.” Sample styles are
ineluded in the rules.

Fenny Fisken

Henry Fisher, 78, one of Green-
belt's outstanding citizens, died
from cancer on February 25 in
Philadelphia, Pa. He came to
Greenbelt about 1960 to work
for Greenbelt Homes in the main-
tenance department for 15 years.
He joined the Lions Club and
was best known for his volun-
teer work in health care screen-
ing and Labor Day Parade Bike
and Trike Contest,

He served as president and dis-
trict zone chairman of the Lions
Club, directed the bike and trike
competition for 10 years and
chaired the health committee pro-
viding many health screening
tests over a number of years for
Greenbelters of all ages. And
in 1975 Fisher was selected »ut-
standing citizen.

Fisher was born and grew up
in Rosenhayn, N.J. Fisher served
for four years in the U.S. Navy
during World War II.

Fisher was also a member of
the Jewish War Veterans, Vet-

JOE'S TIPS OF THE WEEK

Hello Again ! !

Have you ever gotten the feeling that your vehicle was trying
to pull a boat anchor, or that it was dragging something? Well
it could be a parking brake cable that is not releasing all the way.
When you apply the parking brake there is an arrangement of
cables undernzath your vehicle which pulls on designated brake
brackets in the rear brake assemblies that hold tension on the
rear brake assemblies, thus activating the parking brake. As time
goes on these cables become corroded and stretched. If the cables
become damaged they will not move or slide in their inner casings
and will bind up while holding onto the rear brake components.

This is a good
indication to check the parking brake cables for movement and
activation, making sure they retract all the way. If they don't,
the brake drag comes into play and you'll actually be driving
around with the parking brakes practically “on”, thus causing
premature brake lining wear, It's a good idea to be sure your
parking brake releases all the way and at every brake inspection
interval question the condition of the parking brake assemblies.
