Urbanization Overtakes the County 
Prince George's History Part Ill

(How and when did Prince 

George's County change from 
a small rural county to a bed­
room suburb to a partner in a 
dynamic metropolitan area? 
You will find this informa-

the County's borders with 
the District towns were 
built-like Takoma Park, 
Mount Rainier, Colmar 
Manor, Cottage City, Brent­
wood, Capitol Heights, 
Fairmount Heights, and Seat 
Pleasant. Farming remained 
the way of life for many in 
the vast rural areas beyond 
these new towns, but year 
by year the percentage of 
the population earning their 
livelihood through agricul­
ture declined as the denser 
suburban population close to 
Washington grew. The fed­
eral government itself moved 
out beyond Washington, as 
huge government installa­
tions were placed in Prince 
George's CountY:-Andrews 
Air Force Base, the Census 
Bureau complex in Suitland 
Beltsville Agricultural Re­
search Center, and NASA's 
Goddard Space Flight Center 
in Greenbelt among others. 
As the twentieth century 
progressed and the automo­
bile freed suburban commut­
ers from rail, trolley and bus 
lines, new communities 
grew, farther out-Greenbelt, 
Cheverly, District Heights, 
New Carrollton, Glenarden, 
Bowie, Kettering, and more. 
What had been a County of 

Annual Financial Report 
Previews Budget Struggle

Greenbelt has completed its 

last fiscal year (July '94 - June 
'95) in the black, resulting in a 
slight increase in th~ city's unap­
propriated surplus funds. The 
small surplus of $37,129 consti­
tutes very good news since the 
city was expected to reduce its 
fund balance by $336,400. 

This information, and much 
more, is found in the recently re­
leased Comprehensive Annual Fi­
nancial Report for fiscal year 
199 5 which began on July 1, 
1994, and ended June 30, 1995. 
Past city financial reports have 
received the coveted Certificate of 
Achievement for Excellence in 
Financial Reporting and city offi­
cials expect this report to be rec­
ognized as well. 

Total revenues realized in FY 
95 for the General Fund, the prin­
cipal operating fund of the city, 
exceeded the estimated revenues 
budgeted of $12,135,000 by 
$306,197. Total expenditures fell 
short of the $12,471,400 budgeted 
by $67,332. This resulted in to­
tal revenues exceeding total ex­
penditures by $37,129, the 
amount of surplus added for the 
year. 

The small increase to surplus 
left the balance of undesignated 
funds at $1,432,064 as of last 
June 30. In adopting the budget 
for the current year, which began 
on July 1, the city council agreed 
to spend down $165,700 of the 

reserve funds. 
When the budget ·was adopted 

last May, the council debated 
about the use of surplus funds. 
The council is again expected to 
be faced with difficult choices 
when it is presented the new 
budget this month. If so, one of 
the most important issues its 
members will have to resolve is 
how much, if any surplus should 
be used to balance the budget. 

While it is tempting to the 
council and citizens to spend the 
surplus and avoid tax increases, 
doing so can cause problems. 
The surplus funds serve as a 
rainy day fund in case some sort 
of a fiscal catastrophe occurs. 
They provide a cushion available 
in case of emergency. 

Bond buyers look closely at 
the city's financial reports. They 
want to be assured that the city 
is well managed and fiscally 
sound before agreeing to lend 
money to it. The amount of sur­
plus funds is one indicator of 
good fiscal management. 

Another reason for carefully 
spending any excess funds is that 
spending them offers only a 
short-term solution· to financial 
problems, particularly if these 
funds are used to pay for ex­
penses that will continue on in 
future years. Once the surplus is 
gone, city officials have to once 
again look at either increasing 
taxes or cutting back expendi­
tures to balance the budget. 

thirty thousand in 1900 be­
came a County of sixty thou­
sand in 1930. By 1950, there 
were almost 200,000. Ten 
years later, in 1960, there 
were 350,000; in ten years 
more, 661,000. But finally 
the explosive growth seemed 
to come to and end, as the 
next ten years saw a small 
decline. 

The end of the population 
boom seemed to bring a new 
assessment of Prince 
George's County's place in 
the region, for County lead­
ers in the l 970's and early 
1980's began to seek a new 
type of growth-an economic 
life not so closely tied to the 
federal government, and one 
not limited to providing 
homes for workers in Wash­
ington. What they began to 
seek was industry and com­
mercial enterprise that would 
assume a life of its own in 
Prince George's County-and 
transform the County from a 
bedroom suburb into an 
equal partner in a dynamic 
metropolitan area. The chal­
lenge of that search is as 
formidable adventures'lme, 
and exciting as the taming df 
the frontier so many years 
ago. 

The witness of three hun­
dred years, then, has seen 
great change come to Prince 
George's County. One a 
struggling wilderness out­
post-where men like Colo­
nel Ninean Beall and his 
county militia rode the fron-' 
tier to guard against Indian 
raids-the County developed 
during the eighteenth and 
early nineteenth centuries 
into a prosperous, so­
phisticated tobacco society. 
When that society met its 
end in war, the small farm, 
growing tobacco and other 
crops, and local commence 
became the dominant ways 
of life, until Prince George's 
County finally became part 
of the growing metropolitan 
areas of Washington, D.C. 
and a place where men and 
women of all creeds, reli­
gions, races, national ori­
gins, and economic positions 
live and work. But despite 
these great changes, re­
minders of the past are all 
around us, amidst the new, 
sometimes hidden from sight, 
and sometimes unrecogniz­
able to the newcomer. Even 
if the large majority of our 
citizens live in an urban set­
ting today, it must be re­
membered that much of our 
land still retains its rural 
character, and agriculture is 
still the way of life for 
many. If Prince Georgeans of 
today head out of the city, 
beyond the Beltway and sub­
urban developments into the 
large areas that are still 
country, they can walk into

New Ordinance on Recycling 
Will Prohibit Scavenging

At the March 11 meeting 
of the Greenbelt City Council, 
City Attorney Robert Manzi 
unveiled a draft copy of an 
ordinance which would make 
recycling mandatory in 
Greenbelt. 

Council discussed the 
provisidns drafted by Manzi, 
as well as the amendments 
suggested by Tracy Vincent, 
Recycling Coordinator, and 
Celia Wilson, Planning and 
Community Development Di­
rector. The ordinance, which 
would continue the present 
practice of recycling in 
Greenbelt, would require by 
law that householders separate 
their recyclable materials from 
other refuse. 
• Council had some concerns 
over the wording of the ordi­
nance. Mayor Antoinette 
Bram stated, "It should be a 
citizen friendly ordinance, and 
the way that I read it, it's not 
yet citizen friendly." 

Council was pleased, 
though, by the anti-scavenging 
section. This section would 
forbid any unauthorized per­
son from collecting other 
people's recyclable materials. 
The drafted ordinance notes 
that the original owner may 
donate or sell the recyclable 
materials as he or she wishes. 

Manzi agreed to separate 
out the anti-scavenging sec­
tion and make it into a sepa­
rate ordinance, which he will 
then bring before council. 
Council will discuss the rest 
of the recycling ordinance at 
an upcoming work session. 

Lights Out 

Street light outages along 
Hanover Parkway were dis­
cussed by a representative of 
Potomac Electric Power Com-

pany (PEPCO), Billy Adair. 
Adair said that his company 
is i:eplacing the cable linking 
the Parkway's lights, and that 
the repairs would be complete 
by early April. PEPCO ex­
pects that the new cable will 
solve the problem of several 
Ii_ghts going out at once, 
though single outages may 
still occur. 

Adair apologized for not 
dealing with the matter ear­
lier. He said that the work 
order had been misplaced. 
Councilmember J Davis an­
grily told Adair that "it has 
taken six or seven years" for 
PEPCO to deal with this mat­
ter. She said that she was ir­
ritated by tlie company's de­
lay in dealing with this 
"safety hazard." 

In response to council's 
question, Adair said that indi­
vidual residents who wished 
to report outages to PEPCO 
could call (202) 833-7500. 
The wooden light poles have 
numbers on them; the other 
poles should be identified by 
location. 

Tax Bills 

Council voted to support 
two Maryland Senate Bills 
which would allow new taxes 
to be levied. The first bill, 
SB 151, would not go into ef­
fect unless it was allowed by 
a count-y referendum. This 
bill would impose a sales tax 
in Prince George's County in 
order to raise money for 
schools. Bram pointed out 
that the county school system 
needs new money if it is to 
end court~ordered, race-based 
school busing. 

The other bill, SB154, 
would impose a telephone ser­
vice tax on the county.

Petition Drive Begun 
To Save Libraries 

A petition campaign mounted 
by the Friends of Prince 
George's County Libraries, Inc. 
is underway to combat a possible 
library budget crisis. 

Gov. Parris Glendening allo­
cated $2 million to the County 
library system in his tentative 
budget, but the State Senate 
voted recently to cut out the $2 
million. Funding could be re­
stored in the Governor's supple­
mental budget. fn 1995, 
Glendenning allocated $2.5 to the 
County library system in his 
supplemental budget. 

Petitions now being circulated 
throughout the county ask the 
State and County to fully fund 
the library budget. Over the past 
ten years, the Countywide library 
system has often suffered large 
budget cuts even as the system 
has grown in patron use and new 
libraries were being built.

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Friends of the Greenbelt Li­
brary will have petitions at the 
local branch and in various 
places in Roosevelt Center. 

Individual letters should be 
directed to the governor. All of 
Greenbelt's state delegates al­
ready support the measure. The 
aim of petitioners is the full 
funding of the county's library 
at a crucial time, Barbara 
Simon, president of the County 
Friends, stresses.

." But untruthful and incom­
plete. The barbarity and immo­
ra Ii t y of sneaking into an 
animal's home during the dark, 
waiting for the innocent to 
awaken ... are not discussed. 

* "Many species of interior 
forest nesting birds are declin­
ing." What about the deer-loving 
community? Deer bring the 
biggest trophy to killers; other­
wise they would be killing lov­
able birds. 

* "150 acres of crops were 
lost." As long as BARC spreads 
into wild animals' homes with 
their "research" on other inno­
cent animals for the violent ap­
petite of humans, deer have to 
eat wherever they're forced to 
go. It is human overpopulation 
and their violent appetite that 
drive this need for "research" 
and the wholesale slaughter of 
the innocent. 

* Fix a hole (in a fence) and 
another will be cut down within 
two weeks." Electric fencing 
around a large housing area in 
my friend's Texas community 
keep the deer out. Three years 
ago Goddard instituted a contra­
ceptive program for deer b~­
cause they did not want to kill 
their wild neighbors. These re­
spectful, progressive measures 
would cost a fraction of the $14 
billion in blood money (hunt­
ing). 

* "Council heard how the 
deer hunt was conducted." A 
war on wildlife is not safe for 
animals or people. 

* "The shots sometimes 
heard by Greenbelt residents 
may be anything, even poach­
ers." Hunters talk about any­
thing but their antiquated behav­
ior. If you don't know the hunt­
ers' violent nature, you've never 
been on a hunt sabotage or at­
tended an antihunting meeting. 

.. A Rifle Club is housed in a 
high school where the first sign 
upon entering the school reads 
"Stop the Violence." 

And the facts that mean the 
most on the subject of hunting 
will not be printed by the News 
Review. I've tried before. 

If you gun-toting, killing 
adults want to know why chil­
dren are violent, they learn from 
you.

Considering the significant 
amount of money already lost I 
can assure GHI there will be no 
more planting of shrubs on my 
property. Rather, I am more ur­
gently concerned with protecting 
the other shrubs on the property. 
In deference to GHI's prefer­
ence for shrubs rather than 
fences, I have planted approxi­
mately fifty shrubs and trees. In 
retrospect, privacy fencing 
would have been the better 
choice. 

Are there other GHI mem­
bers who have also been victim­
ized by deer in this manner? If 
so, and if this is a GHI commu­
nity problem, I feel strongly 
that GHI should share the ex­
pense of protecting members 
against deer invasion. If mine 
is an isolated case, I will then 
have no choice but to bear the 
expense for additional fencing 
by myself.

Tax Extensions 
Maryland State Comptroller 

Louis L. Goldstein says this 
is the time of year when his 
office gets lots of calls from 
taxpayers who can't meet the 
April 15 filing deadline. "We 
have a new service this year 
for taxpayers who need an ex­
tension, but don't owe any ad­
ditional tax with the return," 
he said. 

Taxpayers who don't owe 
additional tax with their re­
turns can make their extension 
requests by telephone at (410) 
974-5TAX (974-5829). Tax­
payers will follow voice 
prompts to enter necessary in­
formation in a short phone 
call. 

Taxpayers who will owe 
additional tax with their re­
turns will still need to file a 
paper extension request, using 
Maryland Form 502E, which 
is included in the state in­
come tax booklet. Both tele­
phone and paper extension re­
quests must be filed by Mon­
day, April 15. 

An extension of time to 
file the return is not an exten­
sion of time to pay any tax 
due. Those who owe addi­
tional tax must file a paper 
extension request and enclose 
a check for the estimated 
amount of tax due.

the woods or along the creeks . 
and rivers and see if for just a 
moment, a Prince George's 
County that the first settlers 
might have seen more than 
three hundred years ago. 

Postcript: 
The city of Greenbelt is rep­

resentative of suburbanization, 
the latest stage of Prince 
George's County's history. But 
before the idea of Greenbelt 
was conceived, thousands of 
years of human experience took 
place within the imaginary lines 
that are now the city bound­
aries. Ancient Indian artifacts 
have been found on aptly­
named Indian Creek. In the 
18th century. English and Scot­
tish settlers divided the land 
into farms and plantations. 
Slaves tilled tobacco fields and 
farmers tended their crops all 
within the bounds of present­
day Greenbelt. When the city of 
Greenbelt was built in the 
1930s, most visible reminders 
of bygone days were swept 
away. Our trees give testimony 
to the past, however, for the 
huge trees that grace the rise at 
the loop of Crescent and Ridge 
Roads ( I Court) mark a long­
vanished homestead, so too do 
the old trees on Ridge, just east 
of Southway. Aside from the 
trees, historical markers and a 
few 19th century gravestones 
are about all that are left within 
the city bounds to remind us of 
the pre-suburban era. Though it 
is historic in its own right, 
Greenbelt is a 20th-century city. 
During Prince George's Tricen­
tennial year, Greenbelters are 
invited to visit the older his­
toric sites around the county 
and to familiarize themselves 
with Prince George's past at the 
Greenbelt library. For more in­
formation contact the Tricenten­
nial office at 322-1996 or the 
Prince George's County Histori­
cal Society at 464-0590.

· Council agreed to support the 
bill on condition that half the 
money raised would go to the 
county Board of Education, one 
quarter to the city, and the re­
maining quarter to the county. 

Both bills were supported by 
all councilmembers, but 
Councilmember Rodney Roberts 
expressed a number of reserva­
tions about the bills, saying, "Our 
1ax money is not being managed 
properly. We don't have any 
business raising taxes when we're 
giving rich businessmen millions 
and millions of dt)llars to build 
stadiums." 

Council also decided to send a 
letter Lo county and state rep­
resentatives protesting the re­
moval of two million dollars 
from the state budget which 
would have funded county li­
braries and a new Metro line in 
the county. 
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Ride in a Model A 
During GHI Tour

Model •A Club will conduct 
free tours of the various 
homes and gardens on display 
during the GHI (Greenbelt 
Homes, Inc.) House and Gar­
den Tour on Sunday, April 21. 
The new Community Center 
will be the starting point. 
Maps and brochures will be 
available in the Museum 
Room of the Center. The tour 
hours will be from noon until 
5 p.m. Many local businesses 
are showing their support by 
advertising in the tour bro­
chure. 

Amazingly, for a car built 
in the 20s and early 30s, an 
estimated 250,000 Model A's 
are licensed and still running. 
When these cars were in pro­
duction from 1927 to 1931, 
Henry Ford built 4.3 million 
A's. They .can go 50-55 miles 
per hour and get 16-18 miles 
per gallon with their 4-eylin­
der engines. 

During the tour viewers are 
challenged to identify the 
various models-Phaeton, 
Roadster, Coupe, Sport Coupe 
with rumble seat, Tudor Se­
dan, and Fordor Sedan. In 
1932, the most expensive 
model, the Fordor Sedan 
DeLuxe, sold for $630. An 
owner could sink that kind of 
money now to replace one 
fender (excluding labor cost). 

When the first family 
moved into Greenbelt in 1937, 
the 8-cylinder Ford V-8 had 
taken the place of the Model 
A. The picture in the Com­
munity Center of a wood 
panel station wagon on a pe-

' destrian underpass, might be a 
Ford V-8.
