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SHL Makes Dramatic Changes 
To Upgrade Apartment Project

The Greenbelt City Council 

met with a representative of the 
new owners of Springhill Lake 
(SHL) and learned many 
changes are underway. Com­
munity Manager Kristinia 
Beckett has only recently 
started work at SHL and al­
ready has overseen changes in 
rental policy, maintenance, se­
curity, and community relations. 
Also discussed at the council 
worksession on Wednesday, 
June 10, were low income 
housing, work on Breezewood 
Drive and plans for SHL. 
Council had decided to hold 
worksessions with the major 
stake holders in Greenbelt and 
this worksession is one of 
those. 

Beckett described how the way 
business is done in SHL has 
changed. The credit standards 
and income requirement have 
been raised. Now a deposit of 
$ 150 is required, $99 for stu­
dents. 

If there are violations of the 
contract there will be termina­
tions, she said, since she is strong 
on terminations. Two days be­
fore the worksession there were 
35 evictions.

A new awning was hung last 

week in Roosevelt Center - the 
Centerway Mini Mart is now 
open for business. Formerly the 
7-Eleven, the store was closed 
for only two hours during the 
transition on May 29. 7-Eleven 
planned on closing the Greenbelt 
store for several months and 
gradually cleaned out their in­
ventory, so the store, located at 
109-A Centerway, was prepared 
for the change of management. 

Now owned and operated by 
Mi H. Lee, the Centerway Mini 
Mart is open from 6 a.m. to 11 
p.m. every day, a reduction from 
the previous round-the-clock 
hours. There have been some 
minor inventory changes because 
of the shift in ownership but Lee 
plans to have a new Slurpee ma­
chine in operation soon and will 
also sell hand-scooped ice cream. 
Eventually the store will sell lot­
tery tickets, though the ipplica­
tion process takes several weeks. 
Lee plans to expand the inven­
tory as needed by the commu­
nity.

owner has lived in the United 
Stat es for 13 years and has 
gained extensive business experi­
ence. Lee previously owned an­
other convenience store in Mary­
land for five years and currently 
operates a liquor store in 
Landover, which has been open 
for four months. The owner and 
three employees will work in the 
Greenbelt store. 

7-Eleven stores are franchised 
by the Southland Corporation and 
according to company records, 
the Greenbelt 7-Eleven opened on 
December 22, 1986. A pokes­
man for 7-Eleven franchises gave 
no official reason for closing the 
Greenbelt store. Lee plans to 
keep a watchful eye out for theft 
in the new store and will call the 
police with any sign of trouble. 

The Southland Corp. operates 
about 5,800 7-Elevens and other 
convenience stores in the 
United States and Canada. Ap­
proximately half of all 7-Eleven 
stores in the United States are 
operated by franchisees, who 
pay a one-time initial franchise 
fee to Southland. 7-Eleven 
franchisees are independent 
contractors, but the Southland 
Corp. serves as landlord, fi­
nancing source, business advi­
sor and record-keeper to the 
franchisee. Maryland is one of 
the states most densely popu­
lated with 7-Eleven franchises, 
as there are currently 317 stores 
in operation here. Only Califor­
nia, Virginia and Florida have 
more 7-Elevens than Maryland. 

Lee is happy to own a store in 
the park-like atmosphere of the 
Roosevelt Center and says that it 
is a "good community" in which 
to work.

Inzeo Announces 
For School Board 

Political and civic activist Jim 
Inzeo has announced he is a can­
didate to the second district for 
the Prince George's County 
School Board. Inzeo is seeking 
the seat held by Suzanne 
Plogman, who is retiring. 

"My top priorities are in­
creased funding for education to 
reduce class size to a maximum 
of twenty," said Inzeo. "We need 
to encourage more citizens to 
volunteer as tutors and mentors in 
the schools for students at risk," 
he added. 

"We also need to support art 
and music classes in every 
school," Inzeo continued, "there 
needs to be more of a focus on 
writing and thinking than just on 
multiple choice exams." 

Inzeo has served for three 
years as the president of Citizens 
for Greenbelt, is in his second 
year as president of the Eleanor 
and Franklin Roosevelt Demo­
cratic Club, and served as a 
member of the Park and Recre­
ation Advisory Board for two 
years. He was Gil Weidenfeld's 
campaign manager when 
Weidenfeld ran for County Coun­
cil in 1994 and served on Mayor 
Judith Davis' campaign in the 
last two city elections. 

Inzeo holds a B.A. in political 
science and history from City 
University of New York (CUNY) 
and a law degree from Washburn 
University School of Law in To­
peka, Kansas. He is employed as 
a supervisor for Ashlin Manage­
ment, Inc. 

City Gears Up for 4th 
With Concert, Fireworks

Greenbelt will celebrate Inde­

pendence Day Saturday, July 4 
with the traditional picnicking, 
concert and fireworks in "Buddy" 
Attick Park. 

The Greenbelt Concert Band, 
conducted by Thomas Cherrix, 
will perform a program of patri­
otic music beginning at 7 p.m. 
The concert will end with 
Tchaikovsky's "1812 Overture," 
timed to coincide with the begin­
ning of the fireworks display. 
The fireworks will 'begin at dusk, 
as soon as it is dark enough to 
display their beauty, usually 
around 9:15. In the event of in­
clement weather the fireworks 
will be postponed until the next 
clear evening, but the concert will 
be canceled. 

According to Ken Hall of the 
Public Works Department, the 
budget for this year's display was 
$8500, the same as the previous 
year, and the fireworks will be 
supplied by the same manufac­
turer: Fireworks Products, Inc. A 
team of Public Works employees 
led by Hall will detonate approxi­
mately the same number of pyro­
technics as last Independence 
Day, including shells varying in 
size from 3" to 8" with different 
burst patterns. While Hall de­
scribed this year's display as 
similar to the prior year, he noted 
that Saturday's fireworks will also 
feature an original finale and a 
surprise ground display in addi­
tion to the traditional "good

Parking Problems

This is in reply to Ms. 
Marian Evans' plea for special 
consideration for Green Ridge 
House residents in the matter of 
parking. 

Ms. Evans must be aware by 
now that Green Ridge House 
shares its parking problem with 
the entire area of old Greenbelt. 
Unless you live in a single 
family home with a garage and/ 
or driveway or are lucky 
enough to live in a court with 
enough spaces for each unit 
(there are a few), parking is a 
problem. Greenbelt was de­
signed at a time when many 
families didn't have one car, let 
alone two or three. The resi­
dents of apartments along Cres­
cent Road compete for parking 
with users of the Library, the 
Community Center, the Aquatic 
Center, the commercial center, 
the Municipal Center, etc. Yes, 
there are lots but they are not 
fully used. Someone might have 
to climb a flight of stairs. Dur­
ing the Labor Day Festival, 
those who are able to keep 
parking spaces (many are 
evicted because of the parade) 
do not use their cars the entire 
weekend. It is extremely frus­
trating to come home after dark 
on a cold rainy evening, laden 
with grocery bags, to see the 
last available parking space on 
Crescent Road taken by some­
one who heads for the library. 

These apartments too contain 
a "vulnerable" population. 
Many tenants are as old or 
older than the residents of 
Green Ridge House. Many are 
single women. Greenbelt is not 
the town I grew up in; I do not 
like having to park long dis­
tances from my apartment (as­
suming I can find a space at 
all) and having to walk back. 
Once, during a particular busy 
time at the Center, I had to 
park on Hillside and walk back 
to Crescent. 

I'm sorry, but I do not con­
cede that Green Ridge House 
should have special consider­
ation in this matter. It's a

The Old Curmudgeon 
by I. J. Parker 

"Something there is that does 
not love a wall" wrote poet Rob­
ert Frost, or words to that effect. 
I am one of those that dislike 
wans, especially walls disguised 
as sound barriers being erected 
along the border of the Capital 
Beltway and John Hanson High­
way (Rt. 50). 

Apparently a new cottage in­
dustry has emerged in Maryland: 
the construction and erection of 
sound barrier walls along signifi­
cant major highways. They come 
in all shapes and materials. I no­
ticed the first ones along the 
Beltway were made of wood pan­
els; along Rt. 270, they're made 
of stone and rock. Now, highway 
designers seem to have settled on 
a wall with a stucco-like sub­
stance. 

In my one-bedroom apartment, 
sometimes the walls seem to be 
closing in on me. So I usually 
drive somewhere, mostly along 
the Beltway, or to the Eastern 
Shore on Rt. 50, or up to 
Frederick along Rt. 270. And lo 
and behold, the walls are still 
closing in! Instead of seeing 
fields and forests and clusters of 
dwellings, I must stare at a blank 
wall again. 

Ivy grows along some walls, 
giving some relief from the mo­
notony; and the highway engi­
neer-planners are promoting the 
planting of flowers along the 
edges. (Along Rt. 301 on the 
Eastern Shore, they're planting 
native wildflowers in the median 
strip.) 

I don't know the reasoning or 
the strategy of the sound barriers. 
Surely the homeowners along the 
major roads knew they were buy­
ing homes near a major highway. 
Subdivision regulations require that 
houses be sited at least 200 feet 
from the right-of-way. Often, the 
approval of a subdivision of homes 
near the Beltway was approved

with the condition that homes in­
clude noise-attenuation measures, 
such as triple-paned windows and 
extra insulation on the side of 
houses facing the highway. 

Meanwhile the state is spending 
a considerable amount of money 
protecting these houses erected af­
ter the Beltway was built and Rt. 
50 expanded. 

My past experience shows that 
when a new road is built and 
right-of-way is taken from a home­
owner, he is paid for the "dam­
ages." 'This applies to alterations of 
the driveway, or the necessity to 
build a retaining wall, or damages 
perceived because of "noise." A 
drive along Rt. 50 will disclose 
that in one area, a sound barrier is 
placed above a slope at last 40 feet 
hifh! What kind of protection is 
that, and for whom? As they say 
on a TV news program that dis­
closes taxpayer costs: "It's Your 
Money!" 

I hate to mention this, but so 
far there has been no graffiti on 
the walls. How long this will re­
main is hard to say. But I tremble 
at the prospect of miles of graffiti, 
even though I'm a staunch sup­
porter of the graphic arts. Perhaps, 
in order to replace the hidden trees 
and fields and scenic vistas, artists 
should be hired to render land­
scapes along the road, including 
Greek temples, and idyllic maid­
ens, a la Maxfield Parrish. 

At long last society has gotten 
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rid of outdoor signs along many 
major highways. A campaign to 
eliminate billboards has been re­
markably successful. (Incidentally, 
the main defense of maintaining 
billboards was the principle of 
"Freedom of Speech" in the Con­
stitution! Well, we've disposed of 
billboards because they were an 
environmental blight, visual pollu­
tion and a hazard to drivers, draw­
ing their attention from the road.) 

With these walls, it's like driv­
ing through a tunnel, under an 
open sky, instead of under a river. 
There is an industrial aura con­
veyed by a grey walled highway 
crowded with cars and trucks. A 
large portion of the natural envi­
ronment of the countryside has 
been denied to motorists. You 
might as well be driving through a 
crowded city. 

We don't have trees, or shrubs 
or farms and gardens or billboards, 
but we have blank walls instead. 
And they seem to be closing in on 
the Old Curmudgeon. Help!

Marilyn went on to tell about 
her father, who had grown up in 
Chicago, working in the Chicago 
Public Library and also as a West­
ern Union boy and who, later 
working as an adult, had been 
transferred to the Washington D.C.

Sam Maryn, his wife Bertha 
and children Marilyn and David 
became Greenbelt Pioneers when 
they moved into 58 Crescent Road 
in November, 1937. 

"My father loved living in 
Greenbelt," Marilyn said. He 
carpooled to D.C. where he 
worked days for the Veterans' Ad­
ministration.

"That's how he got 
his law degree." 

Besides serving as assistant edi­
tor of the News Review (known 
then as the Cooperator), he and his 
wife were active in the Greenbelt 
Consumer Co-op. 

"My father taught me to swim 
in the Greenbelt pool the year it 
opened," Marilyn recalled. 

He "adored" being an air raid 
warden in Greenbelt.

land there, she remembered. 
Blackberry bushes grew there that 
were filled with large, delicious 
blackberries. ''My father liked the 
idea of having a Victory Garden, 
even though he was the worst gar­
dener," she laughed.

In 1946 Mr. Maryn was trans­
ferred back to Chicago. 

"My father was a humble per­
son with a great zest for living," 
Marilyn said. He traveled a lot and 
loved the elderhostels. He was a 
literate person, an avid reader who 
retained everything he read. In 
fact, she added, "we were a liter­
ary family." 

Always a raconteur, her father, 
when he grew older, became a 
"great" story teller, Marilyn af­
finned. 

When he retired he enjoyed liv­
ing in Florida. He was interested 
in politics and followed the news 
carefully. He especially liked to 
write letters to the editor of the 
Palm Beach (Florida) Post. 

"He spent the month of April 
here (Silver Spring) with me," she 
added. 

Marilyn was on a cruise with 
the Greenbelt High School Class 
of 1945 which started and ended 
in Florida. So she was able to be 
with her father when he was in the 
hospital. 

Sam Maryn died at his son's 
house in Boynton Beach, Florida, 
on June 5 at the age of 94. His 
obituary was published in the June 
11 issue of this paper.

League. 
Additionally, motorists regis­

tered in other states - Virginia 
for example - may be subject to 
insurance requirements that are 
less stringent than in Maryland, 
making collisions with uninsured 
motorists more likely. 

Currently, officers identify 
these vehicles during traffic stops 
or by noting vehicles in certain 
areas, said Sergeant Gary 
Cunningham of the Prince 
George's County Police Depart­
ment. The owner is then given 
30 days to register the vehicle. 
Police follow up on these warn­
ings by returning to the area 
where the vehicle was identified 
or if the same vehicle later is in­
volved in a traffic stop. 

Tracking Difficult 
''There's no other way to track 

if someone moves from one juris­
diction to another unless they 
change their registration with the 
Department of Motor Vehicles," 
said Cunningham, who was un­
sure how additional funds would 
be used to augment the effort. 

The Maryland Municipal 
League, an association which 
works to strengthen the role of 
municipal government, supported 
the bill and requested Green to 
sponsor it. 

In May, the league announced 
that Green will receive one of 20 
awarded Certificates of Apprecia­
tion for championing this bill and 

other legislation friendly to cities 
and towns during the 1998 legis­
lative session. ''The League has 
one of its best friends in Leo 
Green," said Scott Hancock, ex­
ecutive director. "He has a deep 
and clear understanding of the is­
sues of local government." 

Green, the vice chairman of 
the Senate Judicial Proceedings 
Committee, also co-sponsored the 
League's three other priority bills, 
all of which passed. These bills 
include language eliminating the 
requirement that architects sign 
and seal documents associated 
with renovation projects, improve 
on the municipal incorporation 
process, and eliminate double 
taxation by counties and munici­
palities for the same service. 

"I'm a strong proponent of 
municipal government because 
I'm a product of it," Green said. 
"I believe government closest to 
the people is the most respon­
sive." 

Green feels that Maryland is 
growing more responsive to legis­
lation targeted at helping munici­
palities, as state and local agen­
cies develop compromises to pass 
bills. 

A member of the senate since 
1983 and the house from 1975 to 
1979, Green was named an hon­
orary member of the Municipal 
League after receiving the 
League's certificate nine times 
since it began awarding them 10 
years ago.

School Incident Still 
Being Investigated

According to Chief of Police 

James Craze, the investigation 
into an incident involving a 
Greenbelt police officer and a 
WRC 4 News camera operator is 
continuing. The police depart­
ment has received no formal 
complaints or actions relating to 
the matter, he said. Complaint 
forms were provided by the po­
lice department to the camera op­
erator, the news reporter on the 
scene, and the station, but none 
had been returned as of Tuesday. 
The police department also dis­
tributed witness forms at the 
scene of the incident, some of 
which have been returned to the 
department. 

In news broadcasts, WRC 4 
News alleged that a Greenbelt 
police officer "dove on top of' a 
News 4 camera operator Jim 
Kiser, who fell down and suf­
fered a broken collarbone. The 
incident occurred as police at­
tempted to clear from the build­
ing an overflow crowd of parents 
and well wishers attempting to 
see the graduation program for 
eighth-graders at Greenbelt 
Middle School held in the 
Eleanor Roosevelt Senior High 
School auditorium on June 15. A 
press release issued by the police 
department at the time stated only 
that "During the process of mov­
ing the gathering outside, a cam-

Security Issues 
Chief of Police James Craze 

said he had a frank discussion 
with Beckett right after she ar­
rived. "I couldn't be happier 
with the relationship," he said. 
In just 60 days the beat officers 
are seeing a difference, he con­
tinued. 

The way to address security 
issues is to remove problem 
people and set standards, but 
that takes time, Beckett said. 
She is getting ready to do more 
terminations. She said she 
would not throw people out just 
because the neighbors complain 
- the proper process has to be 
followed. 

Housing 
Council asked about people 

that have federally subsidized 
housing - Section 8. The average 
citizen tends to panic when they 
hear the words "section 8," 
Beckett said, but in the industry 
the attitude is give me all the 
section 8 you want. Section 8 
people make money for the rental 
property and they are easier to 
manage because they are easier to 
throw out. 

People with federally subsi­
dized housing adhere to the 
same rules as everyone else. In 
SHL they can choose the build­
ing they want to live in just as 
everyone else does, she ex­
plained. 

Plans 
Last autumn Insignia Resi­

dential Group, the largest prop­
erty manager in the country, ac­
quired SHL. Recently Insignia 
was acquired by AIMCO, an­
other large property manager. 
They "believe in running it cor­
rectly or not at all," said 
Beckelt. Insignia had planned 
to keep SHL a long time, but 
Beckett did not know AIMCO's 
future plans for SHL. She is in 
the process of working on a re­
port for them; they have not yet 
done due diligence. But she 
said she has seen them put mil­
lions of dollars into a property 
and run it. They are a good 
company, she added. She is 
gathering information to pro­
duce a marketing plan. Beckett 
did not know what, if any plans 
the owners had in relation to 
possible development of the 
nearby Smith property.

The city will renovate a por­

tion of Breezewood Drive this 
year. The city works on a portion 
of its streets every year. A Com­
munity Development Block Grant 
of $100,000 will help pay for the 
work.

GED Training 

The summer four-week GED 
mini-course offered by Greenbelt 
CARES will begin on Tuesday, 
Juiy 1, and will end on Thursday, 
July 30. Registration will be held 
on Thursday, July 2, from 10:30 
• 12:30 only. The first class will 
be held on Tuesday, July 7. 

GED I is held from 10:30 
a.m. - 12:30 p.m. GED I is for 
students who need to review ba­
sic math (addition, subtraction, 
multiplication, division, fractions, 
decimals, percentages, and word 
problems) and English grammar 
skills. 

GED II is held from 1 - 3 
p.m. GED II is for students who 
have successfully completed GED 
I and/or are ready to learn alge­
bra and geometry, English litera­
ture, and writing skills and to 
prep~e to take the GED test. 

GED is held every Tuesday 
and Thursday for four weeks, in 
the Municipal Building Confer­
ence Room. Studen~s are re­
quired to show proof of residency 
(i.e., current lease, phone or elec­
tric bill, driver's license or Motor 
Vehicle Administration I.D. card). 

There is no charge for 
Greenbelt residents for either 
course. Non-Greenbelt residents 
are required to pay a registr~tion 
fee. A11 students are required to 
purchase a copy of the GED text­
book (purchased from Greenbelt 
CARES). 

Students do not have to be 16 
years of age in order to take the 
GED course. Students may take 
a GED pre-test given at 
Greenbelt CARES at no cost. 
The actual GED test is given by · 
the State of Maryland, not 
Greenbelt CARES. However, 
students who are ready to take 
the test can obtain the application 
fonns from Greenbelt CARES.

Facilities 
Although the concession stand 

and boathouse will be closed, 
Recreation Department Director 
Hank Irving reported that the city 
manager has invited civic organi­
zations to use the Independence 
Day celebration as a fund-raising 
opportunity. The Babe Ruth 
baseball league will be selling hot 
dogs and beverages; it is antici­
pated that St. Hugh's Knights of 
Columbus will also provide light 
refreshments. Good Humor ice 
cream and other snacks will be 
available along Crescent Road 
and vendors will be selling glow 
rings throughout the park. 

The City will supplement ex­
isting facilities with additional 
portable toilets distributed along 
the perimeter of the park and in 
the group picnic area. The near­
est pay phone is located in the 
lobby of the Greenbelt Police sta­
tion, across Crescent Road from 
"Buddy" Attick Park. Irving sug­
gests that visitors bring lawn 
chairs and blankets because there 
are only a limited number of pic­
nic tables, which are frequently 
occupied very early in the day. 

According to Lt. Craddock of 
the Greenbelt Police Department, 
officers will be on hand the entire 
day in order to ensure the safety 
of all celebrants. A police com­
mand post will be established in 
the grassy area bordering the up­
per left-hand quadrant of the 
parking lot. The post will in­
clude a first-aid station aug­
mented by an ambulance and fire 
engine later in the evening. Lost 
children or other missing persons 
should be reported to the com­
mand post. 

Police presence will grow 
throughout the evening, eventu­
ally totaling 18 to 20 officers. 
Most officers will be facilitating 
traffic flow at the end of the cel­
ebration.

tion of a section immediately 
adjacent to the park entrance -
which will be used as an unload­
ing zone - extending to 
Kenilworth Avenue on both sides 
of the street.
