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Postmaster John Hyater
Retires From Greenbelt

1948. A warm summer day in
the sleepy town of Portsmouth,
Virginia. An eight-year-old boy
with nothing to do stands in the
dirt road wiggling his bare feet in
the dust.

Down the road comes a tall
man in an elegant uniform: flat
topped hat with a bright black
brim, blue uniform with brass
buttons down the front, and fancy
trim on the sleeves, black shoes
polished to a mirror [finish, and
best of all — a big shiny leather
sack to carry the mail. The boy
said to himself, “One day, I'm
going to be just like him!"

There weren't many opportuni-
ties for a young boy of color in
1948 in Portsmouth. But there
were [wo people everyone knew
and respected: the man who
drove the ice truck and the mail-
man.

Ten years later, in 1958, the
| 8-year-old John S. Hyater joined
the U.S. postal service, became a
mailman, and got to wear the
uniform.

Hyater worked at every job in
the postal service. He was a
mail carrier, a window clerk, a
district clerk. He spent nine
years as a railway mail clerk on
trains running between Pittsburgh,
PA; Florence, SC; Bristol, TN;
and Boston, MA.

Along the way he found time
to get married, buy a house and
raise three daughters all of whom
now have professional careers,
one of them with the postal ser-
vice. He also found time to go
to college at Howard and Bowie
State and get an undergraduate
degree. He taught full time at
Northwestern High School.

Then he started working on a
masters degree in anti-discrimina-
tion law at Antioch law school.
He's sull three credit hours shy of
completing it

In 1974, Hyater began to work
in management in the Postal Ser-
vice and, over time, did every job
in postal management. He be-
came mail supervisor, general su-
pervisor, tour superintendent. and
Eastern Regional equal opportu-
nily investigator.

In 1990, Hyater became post-
master of Savage, Maryland. In
1994, he became postmaster of
Greenbelt.

December, 1998. John S.
Hyater retires from the postal ser-
vice after 40 years of service.
“It’s been a greal career,” he says.

Hyater doesn’t plan to stop
working. He's going to take the
three credit hours he needs to
complete his master’'s degree. He
plans to go on and get a doctor-
ate in anti-discrimination law.

Wins “Educators Award”

Artist, founding member and
vice president of the Greenbelt
Association of Visual Artists,
friendly proprietor of the Endless
Options studio in the Commu-
nity Center and Arts Coordinator
at Landover's esteemed Thomas
G. Pullen magnet middle school,
busy Hillside resident Nancy
DePlatchett was recently chosen
winner of the 1999 Outstanding
Educators Award by the Prince
George's County Chamber of
Commerce. She was honored at
a January 29 luncheon in Bowic.

Pullen alumni win scholar-
ships and are found on Broad-
way and in television and re-
cording studios. Its eighth-grad-
ers carn the highest CAT test
scores in the county, and the cur-
riculum DePlatchett created is
the model used for K-8 arts edu-
cation throughout the county,
with all of whose teachers she
happily shares knowledge and
materials. The Rhode Island
School of Design named her one
of 25 outstanding arts educators
in the nation.

There is a wailing list of
2,000 names Lo attend her
school. Kindergarten students
are chosen by lottery.
DePlatchett says she’s a “very
strong advocate of the arts and
letting children explore. Even the
business world is buying into the
importance of children explaring

the arts because businesses find
the arts teach children to be cre-
ative; to be well-rounded, using
both sides of their brains; (o be
more confident public speakers,
and 4) to understand the impor-
tance of making a contribution.”
Multi-Talented

This is a multi-talented person
who calls her studio “Endless
Options” because she says, "I al-
ways like to delve into a lot of
things, so I wanted a name that
could be anything.” It follows,
then, that she would have what
she calls a “jack-of-all-trades”
job. Of the 12-hour days she
puts in at the school, DePlatchett
says, “My role .is like that of a
producer. [ have responsibilities
in the visual arts, dance, drama,
media preductions, band, chorus,
keyboard and orchestra, and I put
on (wo large programs every
year: a musical in the fall and a
dance concert in the spring. I'm
also responsible for getting the
tickets sold and raising funds,
because it costs about $25.000 to
put on a musical like we do.
Luckily, there's a wonderful par-
ents’ group working with me on
all this.”

Sitting in her studio near a
wall of picture frames, wearing a
soft purple velvet dress and
handsome jewelry she made,
DePlatchett smiles as she remi-
nisces about early influences on
her career. “My parents, espe-

of the United States, especially

New Post Office

The new post office will be
built on the Commerce Center 11
property on the corner of
Hanover Parkway and Ora Glen
Drive. The one-story facility will
have 35 to 40 off street parking
spots which will be ample for
employees and trucks. The build-
ing will be paid for by the postal
service. “The zoning issues have
been resolved. Settlement should
be around April. Construction
should start in the fall, and the
facility should be completed late
in 2000, Hyalter says.

“The new facility will be a
customer friendly store of the fu-
ture, similar to the post office in
Bowie."

Once the new facility is com-

cially my artistic mother, exposed
my sister and myself to all the
arts,” she says. “My dad was ab-
solutely great. He paid the bills
and was very involved in sports.
My mother saved every bit of my
school work and made it a point
to ask me about it. And she
helped me make all my own doll
clothes. I learned a lot from be-
ing in high school debating, 100."”

This was in Lawrence Park, a
small town of about 5,500 near
Erie, Pennsylvania, which
DePlatchett says reminds her of
Greenbelt.

Revenue Figures at Issue
In Hot Annexation Debate

It is common for financial fig-
ures and data to be interpreted,
reinterpreted and recalculated
when they are part of a contro-
versial issue. That stage has
been reached in the current de-
bate over whether or not to an-
nex the Parkside subdivision into
the City of Greenbelt (See Let-
ters to the Editor). Because city
staff has been used as the source
for various contentions, City
Manager Michael McLaughlin
has issued a clarifying memo on
staff’s position on the financial
viability of annexing Parkside.

Two Methods

McLaughlin states that some
figures have been taken from two
separale reports written four
years apart and that used differ-
enl methodologies to estimate
costs and revenues generated by
Parkside. Using updated figures,
Planning and Community Devel-
opment Director Celia Craze has
computed that Parkside will yield
$14,948 more in revenues than
services will cost. This is using
the same methodology as she
used in 1994, and shows a net
excess $321 less than in 1994,
when she did her last calculation.
Her methodology, according to
McLaughlin, calculated revenues
and expenses on a per capita ba-
sis based on the current budget.

McLaughlin, in submitting a
required Extension of Services
report (EOS) calculated only rev-
enues that would accrue to the
city from the annexation of

Parkside, and produced a rev-
enue figure of $39,110, about
$6.000 lower than Craze's 1992
estimate of $45 398 and around
$8,000 less than Craze's current
estimate of $53,761.
McLaughlin, however, didn't es-
timate expenditures, but noted
that there was little or no expec-
tation of additional expenses be-
cause he did not foresee the
need to add additional police or
other city employees o serve the
31 home subdivision.

The total city General Fund
budget for fiscal year 1998-99
provides for revenues and expen-
ditures of approximately $14
million. The revenues generated
by Parkside would increase that
by less than 0.3%. The annex-
ation would add 31 homes to the
city’s housing stock, which in
1998 was 9,794 according to the
city budget.

Public Works Radio

Another issue recently
raised is the need 1o upgrade
the Public Works Department’s
radio system. According to
Acting Public Works Director
Kenneth Hall, upgrade is
needed to increase the range of
radio communications whether
or not Parkside is annexed.
However, no funds have been
requested. Hall said that com-
munication to the outlying sec-
tions of the city, some of
which are located at a greater
distance from the radio anten-
nae than is Parkside, is ham-
pered by weak radio signals.

Derrick Damions to Star

Irrelevant Figures

Some irrelevant figures are be-
ing tossed around to persuade us
of the financial benefits that
would accrue if Greenbelt should
annex Parkside. Before we begin
spending this money, I suggest
we look more closely at the pro-
jected income and expenses. The
city’s intitial projection was that
the additional annual income
would be $15,000 more than the
additional expenses that would be
incurred. In an article in the Oc-
tober 15, 1998 issue of the Prince
George’s Journal, City Manager
Mike McLaughlin was reported
as saying that the city was pro-
jecting $6,000 less income from
Parkside than had originally been
anticipated. When I spoke to
Celia Craze, our City Planning
and Community Development Di-
rector, she confirmed that the net
financial benefits were now
thought to be lower. She also
explained to me how the ex-
penses were determined. The
cost of travel time for city em-
ployees leaving the current ser-
vice delivery area while making
the round trip to Parkside has not
been included in the calculations.
The cost of the necessary upgrade
of the Public Works communica-
tion system, which currently can-
not reach all the way 1o Parkside,
has not been factored in the cal-
culations. In fact, the figure
given as the estimated expense of
providing services to these 31
houses would have been the same
if Parkside were located in Buddy
Attick Park or Schrom Hils Com-
munity Park instead of being lo-
cated on the other side of
Greenbelt Park.

“Money disappears like magic.”
If the annexation should be ap-
proved in the March 9 referen-
dum, 1 think the $9,000 currently
estimated as the net benefit
would disappear before we see a
penny,

Explanation

Several of our friends who
read the “Welcome Parkside” ad
in the Feb. Il issue of the
Greenbelt News Review asked us
about the $6 million and the
$60,000 figures. They called us
because we were listed in the ad
as members of the Coordinating
Committee.

The $6 million was claimed as
the assessed tax base for
Parkside. This amount is the total
of the estimated value of the 31
homes in the commuinity. Actu-
ally the figure is on the low side
based on the selling prices of
these homes, which ranged from
about $195,000 to $225,000 when
these homes were sold by the
builder several years ago. In
Maryland the State taxing au-
thorities determine the assessed
value of each home, the total of
which in this case is estimated at
$6 million. The counties use this
tax base to determine actual taxes
by multiplying by 40 percent and
applying the local and County tax
rate. The assessed tax base at the
County level could be estimated
at about $2.4 million. Strictly
speaking, the $6 million is the
“State assessed tax base.”

The figure of $60,000 is an
estimate of the annual revenues
which would be received by the
City of Greenbelt from the 31
homeowners. It was prepared

from data then available. Re-
cently this amount has been re-
duced to $53,761.36 for the year
1999 by the City in a memo of
February 12, 1999. From the
same memo the estimated expen-
ditures for the care and upkeep of
the Parkside subdivision was
$38,813.58. By subtraction, this
leaves a total gain to the city of
$14,947.78 ($482.19 per house).
In other words each house will
enrich city coffers by almost
$500.

I was disappointed that, in an-
nouncing the commencement of
the renovation of Roosevelt Cen-
ter, the News Review’s entire fo-
cus was the cost.

The Roosevelt Center is a historic
landmark, our commercial center,
and the focal point of our com-
munity.

And this great asset is badly
deteriorated, with broken pave-
ment, scarred benches and trees
on their last few years of life.
The Mother and Child sculpture
is so worn and damaged that if
we do not save il now, it will be
lost to us forever.

Likewise, to cut corners
on the renovation project would
be shortsighted. Most of the cost
increases reflecied in the final
numbers are due to such mea-
sures as the incorporation of bet-
ter construction techniques so that
the new trees thrive and the pave-
ment remains sound for many de-
cades. The proposed site furnish-
ings, while slightly more expen-
sive than the cheapest options,
are well made and able to with-
stand the rigors of use in a pub-
lic space. In short, the added ex-
pense will ensure as much as
possible that our town center will
be a source of pride again, for us
and for future generations of
Greenbelters.

I applaud the city council's
forward-thinking approach to the
issue. Because of their efforts,
some of the best and last remain-
ing examples of New Deal art

and planning will be preserved,
protected and enhanced. And it
will be done properly, in a man-
ner befitting this unique and his-
toric community.

Greenbelt East
Meeting Updates

The Greenbelt East Advisory
Committee (GEAC) discussed the
question of a light at Greenbelt
Road and Frankfort Drive at its
February meeting. Member orga-
nizations have voted unanimously
to support placement of a light at
that busy intersection, and a letter
to the City Council will indicate
this support. Traffic congestion
on Ora Glen Drive and
Greenbrook Drive, as a result of
insufficient parking in the office
complex that houses NYLCare,
continues to be a concern.

GEAC members voiced posi-
tive comments about a
worksession held between City
Council and GEAC in January,
and hope periodic worksessions
of a like nature will continue.

Litter Problem

In the past year and a half the
managers at NYLCare have
placed more and more of their
employees in their Ora Glen facil-
ity in Greenbelt East. The lines
of parked cars on both sides of
Ora Glen Drive have increased
until now they usually extend be-
yond Mathew Street. With these
cars has come an increase in litter.
I have often picked up litter when
walking back to my home, located
in Greenbrook Village, from the
shopping area. In the past
months not only has litter in-
creased, but liquor and beer
bottles are frequently appearing.
Many of these are found in the
gutter where they are easily bro-
ken. The managers of NYLCare
are apparently not concerned
about what their employees do on
Ora Glen. 1 know that they do
not allow smoking in their build-
ing or on their grounds. If em-

ployees wish to smoke, they go

can come lo work by Metro.
NYLCare can issue stickers for
spaces in their parking lot.

3. Parking by permit only, to
be issued by Greenbelt for a fee.
This money to be used o pay for
the city's maintenance department
to collect the litter twice a week.

4. NYLCare pay the fees in-
stead of their employees.

5. NYLCare can have their
maintenance staff remove litter
twice a week in the area where
cars are parked on public streets,
or they can hire a service to do
it for them.

I prefer number | and 2 be-
cause no parked cars will result
in very little litter. Drivers trying
to turn onto Ora Glen within the
neighborhood can see speeding
cars. This 1s also true for pedes-
trians crossing Ora Glen.

My main goal, and that of
other homeowners, is to have a
litter-free place to live and walk.
Now is the time for action to
control this growing litter prob-

onto Windsor Green open space,
which abuts the commercial prop-
erty. Litter leads to more Iitter,
which results in property devalu-
ation and decreased quality of
life, This is a walking neighbor-
hood. We have a greal public
park next to Greenbrook Village.
I like what I have and do not
wish to lose it through litter left
here by those coming here dunng
the day.

If this has been a growing
problem, why wait until now to
write a letter? Three things oc-
curred recently. They were: a
neighbor informing me that
NYLCare was not moving 1o a
new location and was planning 1o
stay in their present building, a
discussion on the building of the
new post office on the corner of
Hanover and Ora Glen, and a
large plastic bag of decaying oys-
ters placed under a tree in my
back yard. This litter problem

will not disappear unless
homeowners, the homeowners as-
sociations, and the

Councilmembers who live in this
neighborhood, take action now.

What action can be taken to
correct this problem? [ suggest
five possibilities:

1. No parking on Ora Glen
and Frankfurt Drive, More em-
ployees coming to work by
Metro. Have NYLCare use shuttle
buses to pick up employees at the
green and orange Metro stations.
NYLCare can issue stickers for
parking in their parking lot for
some of their employees.

2. Post these two streets as
“Parking for only two hours,
Monday through Friday from 7
am-to 6 p.m.” Again, employees

Recycling Program
Adds Oil Filters

Do-it-yourself mechanics can
now dispose of used oil filters in
an environmentally sound and
safe manner, Used oil filters
should be brought to the recy-
cling center in Buddy Auick
Park, scaled in a tied plastic bag
or a coffee can with a hid, so it
won't leak, and placed in the oil
filter recycling drum next to the
antifreeze drum.

Other automotive filters are
also recyclable: transmission fil-
ters, power steering filters, hy-
draulic filters, diesel fuel filters
{but not gasoline filters).

Recycling of used motor oil is
well established and widespread,
but the recycling of used filters s
just beginning to catch up. Used
oil filters contain several ounces
of oil that cannot be simply
poured out, When these filters
are placed in a landfill, the oil
eventually leaks out, contaminat-
ing the groundwater. Environ-
mentally sound disposal methods
approved by the EPA require
puncturing the filters and draining
them for 24 hours, The city has
contracted with Metalpro, Inc., a
firm in Springfield, VA, that spe-
cializes in oil filter recycling,
The firm will collect used filters
from the collection drum in the
park. Everything in the filter is
recycled: oil is sent to a metor oil
refiner, the metal 'can is recovered
for scrapmetal, and the remaining
paper or rubber parts are shipped
to a power plant to be burned as
fuel.

This recycling service costs. the
city about 35 cents per filter.
The city has obtained a small
grant from the Chesapeake Bay
Trust, which is supported by state
money collected from donations
on the state income tax form and

A Review

MAD Performers Stage
“Twelve Angry Jurors”

The Music and Drama Club
(MAD) at the Goddard Space
Flight Center presented a compel-
ling performance of “Twelve An-
gry Jurors” on Saturday, February
13. This drama is a stage adap-
tation of Reginald Rose's
“Twelve Angry Men,” originally
released in 1957 as a motion pic-
ture. In it, one juror played by
Henry Fonda has a reasonable
doubt that a teenager murdered
his father, while the other ju-
rors are ready to convict the
youth, As the jurors delve be-
low the surface evidence, their
personal prejudices and issues
are exposed.

In Sherman Sergel's stage ver-
sion performed by the MAD cast,
the playwright replaced some of
the male jurors in the movie with
women. By doing this, the
drama lost its chemistry and the
kind of dynamics that occur
when a group of men seek cama-
raderie, vie for one-upmanship,
and fight. Sergel further abdi-
cated the play’s authenticity when
during the near-brawls he placed
women, who are normally smaller
than men, in positions where they
tried o restrain their male coun-
terparts. Despite the differences
in the film and stage renditions,
one similarity existed: some
good acting.

British-born Barry Kirkham, m
the role played by Henry Fonda,

filled big shoes as the jury’s lone
dissenier. His accent-laced voice
had a calming effect on the other
jurors as he convincingly wooed
them. Greenbelt's own Bill
Pruett (the film's Joseph
Sweeney) possessed an excellent
sense of timing and a good deliv-
ery, which made his role believ-
able as an older juror whose ob-
servation skills aided his peers in
reexamining the seemingly open-
and-shut case. Ted Ying (Jack
Klugman), the juror from the
slums, also played a credible part.
Priscilla Struthers (E. G.
Marshall) as the objective juror,
and Malca Giblin (George
Voskovec) as the European immi-
grant, also performed well.

Steve Yednock (John Fiedler),
who is studying theater at the
University of Maryland, was
comical in tense times. Barbara
Lochner (Martin Balsam) was
earnest as the foreman, while
Randy Barth (Jack Warden) was
barely recognizable in his role as
one of the obnoxious jurors. The
versatile Barth appeared on the
Goddard stage last year as the
sweet-talking Harold Hill in “Mu-
sic Man,” and Jim Adams (Lee J.
Cobb on film) projected well as
the loud and antagonistic juror.
Celeste MacMillan (Edward

“One Man Band”

February 14 is a day for hearts
and flowers, and romance and
love. It's also a day Norman
Evans performed a jazz concert at
the Greenbelt Community Center.
The former Connecticut native
performed a musical concert that
was billed as contemporary/jazz in
style. WMUC or WIZW FM ra-
dio would be the stations that
would carry his music,

What instrument does he
play? He is a one man band
both literally and figuratively,
What the approximately 30
people heard was someone who
played the keyboard and the so-
prano saxophone. What makes
him a one man band is while he
plays the keyboard or sax he is
accompanied by a tape that plays
back-up to his solo parts. This
tape is made up of music parts
that he puts on tape one instru-
ment at a time, which when done
sounds like a band or orchestra.
Five keyboards, soprano sax and
a Yamaha mixing and sound sys-
tem form the nucleus of his mu-
sic. Using one of his keyboards
as a controller he performs live
lead and using the instrumenta-
tion he has programmed into the
unit — out comes brass, wood-
winds, rhythm, and string instru-
ments as if he had a full band
back him up.

Sunday’s concert was a free-
bie.

Lock Boxes

Hyaler anticipates the in-
creased use of computers in
postal operations especially in
sorting mail. At present, all
Greenbelt mail is computer
sorted, except all mail to
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. (GHI)
which still has to be hand sorted
because GHI uses alpha-numeric
addresses which cannol be com-
puter sorted. This means up to a
two hour delay in delivering GHI
mail.

Hyater strongly urges GHI to
install outdoor cluster lock boxes
of the type that have been in-
stalled in Windsor Green. This
will allow the mail to be com-
puter sorted and delivered sooner.
Another advantage is that parcels
can also be delivered to the clus-
ter boxes saving customers a trip
to the post office.

Winter Garden

The city horticultural department
has been developing a small four
season garden near the Post Office.
Witch hazels have been planted and
will soon be flaunting their yellow
blossoms. These early-blooming
shrubs are underplanted with
Lenten roses, which grow about a
foot high and sport a deep rose
blossom in winter,

A few other spots of spring

color should soon be on display.
Winter jasmine 15 featured on the
right hand side near the entrance
to the Youth Center. Iis yellow
flowers resemble forsythia. In ad-
dition, the pink heaths, which have
been thriving for some years be-
hind the Greenbelt City Office,
will soon be in full bloom

Cold weather 1s predicted, as
we go o press — even snow. Yet
according to Bill Phelan, none of
these super-hardy plants should
suffer any damage. “They are
usually fine, even if it gets quite
cold,” he said.

Trees

Red maples have already come
into flower. These reddish, fuzzy
tlossoms have no petals and are
not very showy, but the overall ef-
fect adds a pink, hazy tone to the
early spring forest

Alsu in to bloom are the came-
lian cherries, small trees with fuzzy
yellow flowers.

That is as it should be, as our residents pay taxes to
support the Recreation Centers and the Aquatic & Fitness Center in our community. However,
just because someone has a Greenbelt address does not necessarily mean they pay taxes to the
City of Greenbelt and are able to vote in City elections. We want to be fair to the people whose
tax money supports our programs. If you are not sure that you have a Greenbelt address, are
able to vote in City elections, and pay City taxes, call 301-397-2204.

All registrants registering as resident non-passholder must show proof to receive Greenbelt
resident status. Acceptable Proof: Valid license or current lease.

Pajama
Day is an example of the school’s
philosophy, she added. “We work
the curriculum around the
children's interests because it
makes the lessons more meaning-
ful to them,” Schreiber said. The
72-student school, housed in the
Greenbelt Community Center, will
observe its 57th birthday this year.
Parents run the school as a coop-
erative, giving service one to three
times a month. The communily is
invited to learn more about the
school at its open house on Satur-
day, February 20, from 10 am. to
I p.m.
