Annexation Nixed by 72% 
The proposal to annex 

Parkside at Greenbelt, which had 
been approved by a 3 - 2 vote of 
the Greenbelt City Council, was 
overwhelmingly defeated at the 
referendum held during a heavy 
snowfall on Tuesday, March 9. 
The "For Annexation" advocates 
garnered only 28% of the votes 
cast. All votes were cast by 
Greenbelt voters, as the referen­
dum did not extend to the resi­
dents of Parkside. 

The snow storm, which began 
an hour and a half after the polls 
opened, continued until after the 
polling places closed. It caused 
many voting to vote early, but 
then curtailed late afternoon and 
evening turnout. At 1 p.m., voter 
turnout exceeded that for the 
same period for the November 
1997 election with only the Pre­
cinct 8, Springhill Lake, turnout 
lagging the last election. How­
ever, by the close of the polls, 
the turnout was 599 Jess than it 

was in 1997 and repre ented only 
17.5% of the city's registered 
voters. 

Opposition to the annexation 
was strongest in Precinct 3, 
Greenbelt Center, at 74.7% with 
Precinct 6, North End, opposition 
nearly as strong. Only the 33 
persons who cast votes in 
Springhill Lake supported the an­
nexation, and that by a majority 
of only three votes. 

The storm caused the city 
Board of Elections to receive a 
number of inquiries about 
whether or not the election had 
been postponed or cancelled. 
One resident asked if it were 
possible to vote the next day. 
Another proposed an adjustment 
in the election results to account 
for the bad weather. Except for 
the snow, the election appeared 
lo go smoothly, according to the 
Board, whose members are Judy 
Ott, chair, Dorothy Lauber, Jean

It's not for nothing that the News Review places in an upper right 

hand comer box on page 1 the following message: "Please give us 
your copy on Mondays or at least ?Y n~~n on Tuesdays. We are try­
ing not to get swamped Tuesday nights. 

Last week we were swamped! 
Two unusual circumstances came together last Tuesday to create a 

distressing level of turmoil in our always-hectic office. This was the 
final week of publication before the March 9 referen~um; and a~ ~x­
traordinary number of letters-to-the-editor on the. subject were p1.tm,g 
up. In addition, a news article on the ch~ge agamst one of the city. s 
police officers, a sensitive subject needing _to be a~~urate, was m 
preparation. In short, a great deal of matenal requmng more ~an 
usual attention deluged our in- and out-boxes and demanded staff time. 

Simultaneously, we were even more short-handed than usual. On 
the afternoon shift, three regular staff members were out of town. On 
the evening shift two senior editors and several typists were also un­
available. 

By late Tuesday night, the table where ~II the editors wo~k was still 
buried in paper, and the article on the police matter was still untyped 
in its final form. 

Three letters concerning the referendum were received in the o~ce 
Tuesday evening; all met our criteria and were approved for pubhca­
tion. Yet none got into the paper, a fact we truly regret. 

In trying to reconstruct how that could have happened, we have not 
been able to find an answer. Apparently these letters were never 
typed, even though two were marked as such. When_ ou~ exhausted 
editors closed up shop at 2:30 a.m., the letters lay buned 1~ that del­
uge of paper, unnoticed, until the paper came out and their authors 
noted their absence. 

We are providing this explanation so that our re~ders may . under­
stand what happened. Providing a forum for publ~c debate 1s very 
important to us and, unlike many papers, we pnnt virtually all of the 
letters we receive (see box). 

To all of our readers and, especially to those whose letters we 
omitted, we apologize. 

Procedures on Letters 
Our readers may be inter­

ested to know our procedures 
for dealing with letters. All let­
ters must be read and approved 
for publication by a majority of 
our editorial board. Typically 
this process takes several hours, 
since some members work dur­
ing the afternoon shift, others at 
night. Our principles for publi­
cation involve several concerns: 
that the topic be Greenbelt-ori­
ented (no paeans on national or 
state issues or international af­
fairs), that it not be personally 
abusive or libelous, that its facts 
be accurate, and that it be 
signed. Many letters are simply 
too long and rambling and must 
be cut to fit the space con­
straints of our pages. 

As usual, before an election 
or a referendum - as we al­
ways announce - no new infor­
mation can be introduced in the 
final week so that opponents 
would have no time to correct 
or dispute it. We also maintain 
the right to edit letters for cor­
rect grammar and spelling. Fi­
nally, letters approved for publi­
cation must be typed on the disk 
that we send to the print shop. 
Letters should be typed with 
lines double spaced, preferably 
no more than one page in 
length, and, if available, submit­
ted on disk in Word Perfect 5.1 
format. 

Change the Name 
Although its official name is 

Buddy Attick Park, we sometimes 
call it the Greenbelt Park, which is 
maintained by the National Park 
Service. 

In order to end this confusion, 
I suggest that we ask the federal 
government to change the name of 
Greenbelt Park to the Eleanor 
Roosevelt National Park. I sug­
gest honoring Eleanor Roosevelt in 
this way because her name is his­
torically linked to the City of 
Greenbelt, and because there are 
no national parks named for 
women. It is true that there is a 
national historic site in Hyde Park, 
NY, named in honor of this na­
tional heroine, but since Hyde 
Park is distant from Greenbelt, this 
would not be cause for confusion.

Suggesled Reading: 
Frosrs Mending Wall 

I hadn't read Robert Frost in 
years, but immediately recognized 
the excerpt from his poem "Mend­
ing Wall," used in an ad placed in 
the News Review advocating a 
"No" vote in the March 9 referen­
dum on the annexation of 
Parkside. I have been reading all 
of the pro and con letters to the 
editor, and I had almost decided 
not to vote at all. I couldn't un­
derstand why there was so much 
controversy concerning this issue. 
I could see getting worked up 
about the ICC, the USDA develop­
ment, and the Metroland proposal, 
but I could not see, even after 
reading all of the literature, why 
the annexation of 31 houses 
nestled on the border of Greenbelt 
Park would cause such an emo­
tional and persistent protest. There 
must be something I didn't know 
- wasn't privy to - and, there­
fore, I determined I shouldn't vote 
on an issue about which I didn't 
have all of the facts . That was 
before I saw the full-page ad on 
the back page of this week's News 
Review illustrating a map that 
seemed to me to be intentionally 
misleading, omitting the bound­
aries of Greenbelt Park, and again, 
advocating a "No" vote on annex­
ation. But it was the negative use 
of the Frost quote that really got to 
me. 

I immediately got in my car 
and headed for Parkside and ar-

rived there in about the same 
time it would have taken me to 
get to the far side of Springhill 
Lake or Hanover Parkway. 
Taking into account the esti­
mates for providing the ser­
vices and for finances gener­
ated, I concluded that the dis­
tance to Parkside was not rea­
son enough to vote against an­
nexation. Certainly, the land 
should never have been devel­
oped (it should have become 
part of Greenbelt Park), but if 
it becomes part of Greenbelt 
now, the city will have a say in 
its future. The houses are big 
and the lots are small, but lo 
my mind a few more single 
family homes are a plus com­
pared to the many apartments 
and town homes in Greenbelt 
already. I found the Parkside 
residents to be friendly, intelli­
gent, community spirited, ener­
getic and unified in their desire 
to be part of Greenbelt. Then 
I went home to read "Mending 
Wall" in its entirety. 
· Had the person who placed 
the negative ad, quoting "Good 
fences make good neighbors" 
really read "Mending Wall"? 
In the poem Frost asks, "Why 
do they make good neighbors? 
Isn't it Where there are cows? 
But there are no cows." What 
is the fence mender "walling or 
walling out"? To Frost, the 
fence mender "moves in dark­
ness" and "will not go behind 
his father's saying." Poetry, said 
Frost, "makes you remember 
what you didn ' t know you 
knew." It provides an immedi­
ate experience that "begins in 
delight, and ends in wisdom," 
and it provides at least "a mo­
mentary stay against confu­
sion." Maybe we should all 
read "Mending Wall" (in ils 
entirety!) before voting on 
March 9. Quoting Frost one 
more time, "Something there is 
that doesn't love a wall" ... and 
now I know that I'm voting 
"Yes" for annexation of the 
Parkside community.

Based on .----------------------------­
this analysis, City Manager 
Michael P. McLaughlin stated 
in his June 18, 1998 memoran­
dum, that "Given the small size 
of the development, (31 
homes), there is no justification 
for adding additional police of­
ficers or other city employees 
or facilities as a result of this 
annexation." He goes on to say 
that " .. . the separation of this 
subdivision from the remainder 
of the city is problematic" and 
"Second, over a period of time, 
the cumulative effect of extra 
travel time would impact on the 
provision of services by city 
staff." 

In a February 12, 1999 
memorandum, McLaughlin re­
ported that an estimated addi­
tional tax revenue of $14,948 
could be generated by the an­
nexation. An amount this small 
would have a negligible effect 
on the entire budget of 
Greenbelt and does not take 
into account the unproductive 
travel time of providing ser­
vices to Parkside, which is not 
adjacent to any area serviced 
by Greenbelt. 

The past history of Parkside 
did not enter into my determi­
nation; the building of this de­
velopment is past history and 
should not be an issue.

COLD OR ALLERGY? 

"Doctor, I am desperate. My child has had a cold for many weeks, and nothing I do seems to help. 
Would you give her a shot, and prescribe a strong tonic to build up her resistance?" This is a common 
plea from a desperate mother whose child has a continuous or recurrent nasal congestion that defies 
all remedies. 

First I explain that a "cold" is an upper respiratory infection caused by a virus. It usually creates a 
severely ill appearance and a high fever. There is no cure for a cold, and all treatment is aimed at 
temporary relief while the disease lasts. Fortunately, an uncomplicated cold cannot last longer than 
about five days. Nasal congestion that lasts longer than a week is most likely to be caused by respira­
tory allergy. 

A common misconception among parents is that if the nasal discharge is thin and clear, it is an 
allergy; if it is thick and green, it is an infection which requries antibiotics. This is untrue! One cannot 
differentiate between allergy and infection by the color and consistency of the nasal discharge. 

The symptoms of an allergic child are quite typical. He (or she) is usually not very ill, but he is 
never completely well, either. He breathes through his mouth most of the time and snores at night. He 
frequently sniffles, snorts, rubs his nose, and clears his throat. He/she has periodic sneezing spells, and 
every month or so he has a febrile illness lasting about three days. Ear infections are common, and 
when the ears are not infected, they are "blocked" causing partial loss of hearing and crackling noses. 

One of the most annoying symptoms is a night cough caused by post-nasal drip. In some cases the 
cough is accompanied by wheezing. Sudden nose bleeds are common, as well as swollen, bluish lower 
eyelids denoting sinus congestion. Often there is a family history of hay fever, sinus trouble and 
asthma. 

A doctor's first task is to convince parents that they have an allergic child. Parents are very impor­
tant members of a therapeutic team. They must have a lot of faith and patience, and must do a lot of 
detective work to find the causative agents. 

In some cases the elimination of one or two factors from the child's environment (such as milk, cat 
fur, or tobacco smoke) will bring relief. In other cases, such as molds, pollen or dust mites, allergy 
testing and shots are required. 

For mild forms of allergy, drugs may be tried-usually antihistamine-decongestant combinations. 
They provide temporary relief, and may need to be taken for long periods of time continuously, or 
intermittently. In the winter, humidifiers are useful. 

If these methods fail to relieve the symptoms, the child must undergo allergy testing. Any attempts 
at shortcuts are useless. Vaccines must be custom-made just like a pair of glasses. Allergy shots are 
given for a few years, and are usually very effective. 

In summary, if your child seems to have a "constant cold," it is most probably allergy.
