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Greenbelt’s Census Figures

Show Shifts in Ethnicity

The first Census 2000 data for
Greenbelt have arrived. The
news is that there are now 21,456
people living in Greenbelt. How-
ever, over 21,000 people were
living in Greenbelt in 1990 —
21,096 to be exact. Thus there
has been only a very small in-
crease In the city’s population —
1.7 percent over the decade. Of
the 15 largest incorporated places
in Maryland, Greenbelt was near
the bottorn with regard to growth.

Twu places, Baltimore City
and Cumberlund had decreases in
population.  Following them 1s
Greenbelt, The population of
Bowie, Greenbelt's sister city in
Greenbelt's congressional district,
now tops 50.000. an increase of
34 percent since 1990,

By law, the Census Bureau is
required to provide cenain statis-
tics on each state by April of the
year following the Census for

Congressional redistricting pur-
poses, Thus the data now avail-
able are limited to summary fig-
ures and race and ethnicity data.

In the last decade, the racial
composition of the city has
shifted dramatically. The black
population now represents the
fargest racial group in the city,
with 41 percent. Whites [ollow
closely with 40 percent of the
populition.. These figures repre-
sent large shifts from 1990,
when blacks represented 19 per-
cent and whites 70 percent. In
addition, the Asian populaton
has increased from 9 10 12 per-
cent of the residents.

For the first time, Americans
could select more than one race
in the 2000 Census. In
Greenbelt, 3.5 percent classified
themselves as belonging to two
or more races. Hispanic
ethnicity is a question separate

Jackie Curley Wins
“Civilian of Year”

In recognition of Jocelyn
*Jackie” Curley’s work in the
field of victim assistance, the Po-
lice Chiefs® Association of Prince
George’s County bestowed upon
her the Civilian of the Year award
on February 23. Curley has been
an administrative employee of the
Greenbelt Police Department
since 1985 and has been the do-
mestic assistance coordinator for
OVer a year.

Bringing domestic violence to
the forefront is one of Curley’s
goals. She states that domestic
violence assistance has been “the
most rewarding work I've ever
done.”

Curley has been pleased with
the response from the police offic-
ers to the new program. The Do-
nate a Phone campaign, instituted
in February, has brought in well
over 100 phones. The phones are
refurbished and reprogrammed by
Cingular Wireless, which also
pays for airtime. A 1-800 local
family crisis number is pro-
grammed into the phones, as well
as a non-emergency police num-

ber if, for example, someone is
being stalked or just needs some
help.

Curley also works in conjunc-
tion with crisis intervention coun-
selors at Greenbelt CARES. In
terms of the prevalence of this
kind of violence. her response is
that “everyone has been connected
to someone who's been a victim
of domestic violence.” It's impor-
tant that victims know that “no
one is judging them; there's a lot
of help out there for them.”

In addition, Curley works with
Hope Abounds in Bowie, through
which her dream is 10 have lodg-
ing, education and counseling for
victims and family members avail-
able to everyone.

Davis
will name the city's first (and
only) Clown Laureate,

The first official Clown Laure-
ate of Greenbelt is Adam
Gertsacov, a 36-year-old profes-
sional clown originally from
Providence, RI. Gertsacov is a
graduate of the Ringling Brothers
Clown College and the Dell"Arte
School of Physical Theatre:
among other places. He has also
worked around the world with
distinguished clown luminaries
such as Nobel Laureate Dario Fo,
MacArthur Fellow Bill Irwin. and
Avner the Eccentric,

As the official Clown Laureate,
Gertsacov will preside over and
initiate a wide variety of clown-
related activities at the Greenbelt
Arts Center as part of a six-week
residency called Acme Clown
Month. “It’s 2 new and improved
month,” says Gertsacov. “It’s got
50% more weeks!”

Activities scheduled to take
place during Acme Clown Month
include classes and workshops for
adults and children, performances,
a world premiere puppet show, an
art exhibit. talks. films, and other
activities. Most of the activities
will take place at the Arts Center.

“To the best of our knowledge,
this is the first and only Clown
Laureate program in the United
States.” says Kim Kash, producer
of the event for the Arts Center.

from race; Hispanics can be of
any race. Here 6.4 percent clas-
sified themselves as Hispanic, up
from 3.8 a decade ago.

City Manager Michael
McLaughlin indicated that he is
“not surprised” by the changing
composition of the city. “The
same changes in Prince George'’s
County obviously will happen in
Greenbelt.,” He indicated how-
ever that there is some question if
the Greenbelt figures are correct.
In the 1990 Census, certain areas
such as Greenway Village were
counted as Greenbelt, even
though they are outside the city
limits. It took time for the
Greenbelt figures to be corrected.
The city will be contacting the
Census Bureau to make sure that
the correct areas were included.

prise at the lack of growth.
Greenbelt's planning figures have
been reflecting a growth in hous-
ing units over the decade but
smaller household sizes. These
projections were based on ongo-
ing data from Maryland-National
Capital Park and Planning Com-
mission and other sources.

When asked how Bowie's
growth could affect Greenbelt,
McLaughlin indicated that the
new figures would be used 1o re-
distribute countywide elected of-
fices. This includes what size
each legislative district will be,
The redistricting could affect
county council seats as well as
state senate and delegate offices.
Currently Bowie and Greenbelt
are in the same districts for these
offices. A group will start look-
ing into redistricting issues this
SUTMmer.

Memories of a dear friend

On our way from RAF
Lakenheath, England to Rota Na-
val Station, Spain we received the
sad news of the death of our dear
triend John Beyrent of Greenbelt.

Our friendship began in the
mid-1960s in Boxwood Village,
then a new subdivision of
Greenbelt near the lake.

We especially enjoyed Maryliss
and John's trips 1o Florida.

John would wear his hat to bed to

We moved back to Greenbelt
in the late 1990s from Delaware.
