Greenbelter Ty Robbins,
Michelle Obama’s Stand-in

The second public hearing 
on the Greenbelt City Council’s 
position regarding changes to the 
electoral process for the election 
of councilmembers was held on 
Wednesday, February 11 at the 
Greenbriar Condominium’s Com-
munity Center.  Participants used 
the same format as for the first 
hearing on Saturday, February 7 
at the city’s Community Center.  

For the Greenbriar hearing 
only Councilmember Konrad 
Herling was unable to attend 
because of illness.  City Solici-
tor Robert Manzi and the city’s 
special attorney, Stephen Silvestri, 
who has been engaged to address 
the voting reform issues, provid-
ed opening statements outlining 
the position taken by council in 
their Statement on Voting System 
Reform, which had been made 
available on January 26.  

Nine citizens, including two 
who had spoken at the previous 
hearing, signed up to speak at 
this second meeting.  In response 
to questions raised by a few of 
the speakers, Manzi and Silvestri 
elaborated on specific issues.

Manzi indicated that the city 
will likely go further in its analy-
sis of the precincts by assessing, 
to the extent possible, issues such 

as rental versus owned homes, 
U.S. citizenship and voting eli-
gibility and levels of voter reg-
istration.  

Sylvestri, in response to the 
final speaker, elaborated on the 
issue of timing for the proposed 
changes.  Prefacing his response, 
he noted that in his experience, 
the approach that council is tak-
ing in response to the challenges 
issued by the National Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Col-
ored People (NAACP) and the 
American Civil Liberties Union 
(ACLU) is “unique” in terms of 
the open discussion council has 
fostered over the past year.  

The usual response of elected 
bodies with such challenges, he 
said, is to await the expected 
suit and challenge the charges 
in court.  He cited a recent case 
involving similar issues for the 
community of Port Chester, N.Y., 
where a prolonged legal battle 
has continued for the past four or 
five years and, even when the ju-
dicial decision is made, could in-
volve two or more years to study 
possible remedies.  He and Manzi 
believe that a possible timeline 
for Greenbelt is to complete the 
hearing process this spring.  

Council will continue meeting 

with its advisors to consider all 
the testimony it receives via the 
hearings and by mail and email 
and then make a final decision 
on proposed changes and begin 
the process of implementing any 
changes.  

Any changes requiring Charter 
amendments would go through 
the usual legislative process of 
introduction for first reading, 
second reading at a subsequent 
council meeting and adoption.  
Following adoption by council, 
the Charter amendments would be 
subject to referendum by Green-
belt voters, who could file a 
petition within 50 days following 
council adoption.  

Realistically, the process could 
extend beyond 2009.  Manzi does 
not see any effect on plans for a 
Greenbelt City Council election 
under the current system in No-
vember 2009.

City’s Approach
Silvestri provided the audience 

of about 30 with background on 
the approach the city is taking in 
response to charges against the 
city made by the Maryland chap-
ters of the NAACP and the ACLU 
that Greenbelt is violating Section 

The 2008-2009 school year at 
Greenbelt Elementary School has 
already been filled with achieve-
ments.  One has been the mentor-
ing program.  Members of three 
University of Maryland student 
groups are working to make posi-
tive changes in the lives of stu-
dents at the school.  

Young men and women from 
Black Male Initiative, Sisters of 
Unity and Love and Leaders in 
Action come each week to men-
tor boys and girls at the school.  
Even though the program is in 
the early stages of development, 
administrators and teachers have 
already noticed positive differ-
ences in many of the participat-
ing students.

The mentoring program was 
a result of many meetings of 
the school’s P-team.  The P-
team consists of the principal, 
the school counselor, the parent 
liaison, the school nurse and the 
pupil personnel worker.  The 
meetings were centered on stu-
dents with discipline and suspen-
sion referrals.  

Often, after speaking with 
the student, teachers and family 
members, the P-team determined 
that there was a greater need for 
assistance than for meting out 
consequences.  The P-team would 

provide resources or assistance 
for the family and often for the 
teacher.  

The mentoring program, how-
ever, was designed to benefit the 
student directly.  Many children 
expressed a desire for positive, 
young role models and one-on-
one attention.

After spending a majority of 
last year looking for mentoring 
resources, School Counselor Don-
na Behe finally connected with 

Solomon Commissioning of the 
Black Male Initiative.  The or-
ganization, searching for a grass-
roots community outreach project, 
was eager to get started.  

For the remainder of last year, 
10 mentors came to the school to 
meet and work with 10 anxious 
young men.  The 10 mentors 
varied from freshmen to seniors 
to alumni and even to professors.  

Greenbelt Elementary School
Mentoring Program Gets A+

Ty Robbins, a Green-
belt resident for 17 years, was 
Michelle Obama’s stand-in for the 
ABC televised Neighborhood Ball, 
arguably the year’s premiere ball.  

As a “stand-in” for the event, 
Robbins spent the preceding two 
days and Inauguration Day itself 
at the D.C. Convention Center re-
hearsing for the festivities.  Light-
ing, camera angles, sound bites, 
timing – all were rehearsed ahead 
of time to ensure that the event 

itself would go off 
without a hitch.  

Everything was 
rehearsed by ac-
tors,  r ight up to 
the dance that the 
President and Mrs. 
Obama would share 
on  Inaugura t ion 
n ight .   None of 
this, however, was 
new to Robbins; 
she does this kind 

of work all the time.
The Neighborhood Ball was 

a star-studded performance, so 
in addition to standing in as Mi-
chelle Obama, Robbins played 
the roles of Queen Latifah and 
Good Morning America’s Robin 
Roberts during preparations for 
the event.  

This particular ball had per-
formances by Mary J. Blige, 
Faith Hill, Sting and Beyoncé, 
among others, and at one point 

Fitting and proper remarks 
were delivered at the Greenbelt 
Branch of the Prince George’s 
County Public Library on Satur-
day, February 14 as the library 
hosted the Suburban Washington 
D.C. Abraham Lincoln 200th 
Birthday Celebration.  Authors, 
historians and Civil War re-enac-
tors gathered for the formal cer-
emony, which included a Lincoln 
look-alike contest, the singing of 
Happy Birthday and a recitation 
of the Gettysburg Address.

A birthday cake in the shape 
of Lincoln’s top hat served as the 
centerpiece of an exhibit com-
memorating the 16th President’s 
connections to the D.C. area.  
Lincoln was nominated for his 
second term as commander-in-
chief at Baltimore and Chief Jus-
tice Roger B. Taney, a Maryland 
native, swore him in as President.  
The original top hat itself, which 
Lincoln used for carrying secret 
documents, is displayed at the 
Smithsonian American History 
Museum.

A souvenir of the occasion 

was offered to all in attendance 
as the event in Greenbelt also 
served as the public debut of the 
new Lincoln penny in the State 
of Maryland.  The U.S. mint will 
be introducing a series of four 
special-edition coins throughout 
2009 featuring various scenes 
from Lincoln’s career.

Keynote speaker for the cele-
bration was Elizabeth Brownstein, 
author of “Lincoln’s Other White 
House: The Untold Story of the 
Man and his Presidency.”  She 
brought a contemporary touch 
to the 200th birthday, comparing 
the lives of Lincoln and Barack 
Obama.  “As I look back on 
doing research for my book, I 
find that Lincoln and Obama 
share more in common than we 
realize,” she said, “I can see 
why he (Obama) emulates him 
so much.”

Brownstein’s book focuses 
largely on the summers Lin-
coln spent in a mansion on the 
grounds of the Soldiers’ Home in 
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"It's either space debris, a UFO 
or a flying acorn!"

15,000 Migrating Birds
At Greenbelt Lake

During the feather end of 
January, my dog Molly and I 
took our customary hike around 
Greenbelt Lake and were amazed 
to see it carpeted by Canada 
geese from the approximate cen-
ter of the lake to the end near the 
parking lot area.

I estimated the number of 
these migratory birds to be 
15,000!

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Bahá’ís to Hold Café 
Prayer for Prisoners

The Bahá’ís of Greenbelt will 
hold a prayer gathering on Mon-
day, February 23 at 7:30 p.m. at 
the New Deal Café to express 
their concern and support for 
seven Bahá’ís who have been in 
prison in Iran for nearly a year 
and who are now to stand trial 
on false charges of spying for 
Israel and insulting Islam.  The 
public is invited to attend and to 
bring prayers to share.  After the 
prayer gathering, light refresh-
ments will be served.

The Iranian Student News 
Agency (ISNA) announced on 
February 11 that the seven, all 
members of the national-level 
committee that coordinates ac-
tivities for the Iranian Bahá’í 
community, had been charged.  
The report quoted deputy Tehran 
prosecutor Hassan Haddad that 
“the case will be sent to the rev-
olutionary court next week.”  He 
accused these Bahá’ís of “espio-
nage for Israel, insulting religious 
sanctities and propaganda against 
the Islamic republic.”

The seven were arrested in 
March and May of 2008 and 
have been held in Tehran’s Evin 
Prison.  They have not been 
given access to their legal coun-
sel, Nobel Laureate Shirin Ebadi.  
Recently Ebadi has been ha-
rassed, intimidated and threat-
ened by the Iranian government 
and has not been given access to 
the prisoners’ case files.

Prosecution of Bahá’í lead-
ers is one step in a 30-year-long 
systematic campaign by the Ira-
nian government to eliminate the 
Bahá’í community as a viable 
entity in the country, the birth-
place of the Bahá’í Faith.  Some 
members who were tortured and 
executed in the past include close 
relatives of several Greenbelt 
residents.

At this time some 30 other 
Bahá’ís are imprisoned in Iran 
solely on account of their reli-
gion.  Close to 80 more Bahá’ís 
have been required to post deeds 
of property and business licenses 
as collateral for bail, have been 
falsely charged and are awaiting 
trial.

Greenhill Stream
Project Is Funded

The release of funds by the 
State of Maryland for the long-
awaited project to stabilize the 
Greenhill/Hillside outfall situa-
tion may reflect funding to the 
state in the recent federal stimu-
lus package.  The city had been 
expecting a response during fall 
2008.

In any case, in a note to the 
Greenbelt City Council by City 
Manager Michael McLaughlin, 
he characterized the information 
as “good news!”  McLaughlin 
had requested $137,425 in state 
funding for the project.

Required matching funds 
of $80,000 have already been 
provided in part by Greenbelt 
Homes, Inc., which contributed 
$35,000.  The city’s contribu-
tion will amount to $45,000, 
McLaughlin said, though the sum 
may include in-kind services and 
money already spent.

A meeting was to be sched-
uled near the end of February 
between councilmembers and 
a city consultant “to walk the 
project.”

2 of the U.S. Voting Rights Law.  
He has assisted the city in ana-
lyzing prior Greenbelt elections 
to discover evidence that the 
preferred candidates of African 
American voters are not getting 
into office due to the dilution of 
their votes by white voters.  

Silvestri noted that it is not 
sufficient to show there was no 
intended discrimination but that 
voting patterns could have the 
same effect.  To evaluate Green-
belt voting patterns his firm has 
engaged the services of an out-
side expert whom he describes 
as a professor at a major univer-
sity, who has a Ph.D. in political 
science and is an individual with 
a balanced view on voting rights 
issues who has participated on 
both sides of the issue in legal 
cases.  

Thus far Silvestri and the city 
have opted not to identify the ex-
pert when asked by those at the 
hearings.  They take the position 
that doing so could violate the 
attorney-client relationship that 
provides a shield for discovery 
regarding council discussions as 
they grapple with the potential 
legal challenge and consider alter-
natives for Greenbelt’s electoral 
process.

As in the earlier hearing, Sil-
vestri described the results of an 
analysis of Greenbelt’s recent vot-
ing patterns that clearly showed 
that two Greenbelt precincts, 
numbers 8 and 13, comprise a 
substantial number of African 
American voters.  Both have 
a history of low voter turnout.  
Greenbelt has to deal with those 
low turnouts, Silvestri said.  He 

also noted that at one time low 
turnout was an adequate defense 
against voting rights challenges 
but that that is no longer the 
case.

Proposed Change
Silvestri describes the proposed 

change in Greenbelt elections 
– to move from its current and 
historically based odd–year tim-
ing to an even year to coincide 
with the Maryland state elections 
and the U.S. presidential elections 
– as the single best approach to 
address the critical low turnout 
issue.  He would amplify the 
turnout efforts with other changes 
in city election laws and proce-
dures such as early voting, on-
site registration, relaxed absentee 
voting and a greater emphasis on 
voter information and education 
throughout Greenbelt. 

Having opted for a proposed 
change for Greenbelt to even–
year elections to address the turn-
out issue, Silvestri then explained 
that if the change in election year 
works as intended, it would not 
be necessary for the city to make 
the more “drastic” change in 
their election system to so-called 
district voting.  

He considers the latter a more 
fundamental change in the way 
Greenbelt chooses its political 
leaders that would not normally 
increase turnout and could possi-
bly result in even lower turnout.  

In addressing low voter turnout 
as the critical issue for Greenbelt, 
Silvestri dismisses the options 
for preferential, cumulative or 
proportional voting schemes as 
not offering any guarantees that 
would increase voter turnout.

Other Speakers
The nine attendees who had 

signed up to speak constituted 
a geographical cross-section of 
the city.  Although the majority 
resided in the Center precincts, 
there were speakers from Green-
belt East and Greenbelt West as 
well.  

Eight of the nine speakers gen-
erally applauded the actions taken 
by council to address the issue 
but were not in total agreement 
with the specific recommendations 
of the Council Statement.  Some 
thought it went too far, others felt 
it did not go far enough.  

Four speakers questioned the 
proposed move to even-year elec-
tions for council to coincide with 
county, state and federal elec-
tions.  Those four speakers sin-
gled out the concern that having 
the Greenbelt council races at the 
same time as county, state and 
federal elections could lead to 
situations where the non-partisan 
city council candidates could be 
encouraged to join slates with the 
partisan county, state and federal 
candidates where their districts 
coincide or overlap.  Some saw 
such a possibility as a further 
advantage for incumbency in city 
elections. 

Four speakers were members 
of the Greenbelt Neighborhood 
Alliance, which has submitted a 
letter to council outlining its po-
sitions on election reform.  Each 
of the four speakers noted they 
were speaking for themselves.  
Some focused on the slating is-
sue; others noted that the Council 
Statement did not go far enough.  
They believed that a more ambi-

tious and sustained program for 
voter information and education 
was necessary.

Preferential Voting
Two speakers expressed sup-

port for considering preferential 
voting options, one questioning 
council’s characterization that it 
was rarely used.  The other, not-
ing that council’s position seemed 
mainly to be trying to avoid a 
lawsuit, argued that, “We need a 
system of voting that produces a 
better chance for non-incumbents 
to get elected.”  

The speaker also felt that 
adopting such a change would 
provide a better chance to have a 
council that reflects the commu-
nity.  Another speaker expressed 
disappointment that consideration 
is not being given to enlarging 
the council to seven members, 
noting that could provide bet-
ter representation for a growing 
Greenbelt.

None of the speakers expressed 
support for a district-based system 
for Greenbelt. 

In response to a speaker who, 
at both hearings, wanted to know 
what individual councilmembers 
felt about the changes, Mayor 
Judith Davis noted that all coun-
cilmembers approved the Council 
Statement that had been devel-
oped after much discussion with 
the experts and among members 
of the council.  

The third and final public 
hearing on Election Reform Is-
sues for Greenbelt is scheduled 
for Wednesday, February 25 at 
7:30 p.m. at the Springhill Lake 
Recreation Center at 6101 Cher-
rywood Lane.

City Notes
Code enforcement staff reports 

that eight warning notices were 
mailed and one municipal infrac-
tion was issued for excessively 
loud music.

Parking enforcement issued a 
citation at Belle Point’s residential 
area for failure to register a vehicle, 
two vehicles were placarded with 
30-day parking notices and staff 
responded to three resident com-
plaints regarding parking issues.

Recreation staff reported that in 
coordination with the “Backpack to 
Health, Get Active Greenbelt” ini-
tiatives and an intern from Towson 
University, a free after-school fit-
ness class will be offered at Sprin-
ghill Lake Elementary on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays during March.  Fli-
ers will go out to students.

CARES
The eight-week discussion 

group for the differently abled 
was begun.  The focus will be 
to share feelings with others and 
gain the tools needed for self-im-
provement.  Six people attended 
the group.

During January, 13 families on 
average were seen for counseling 
at CARES.  Forty-five individu-
als on average came on a weekly 
basis, among whom 13 were 18 
years of age and younger.  Twen-
ty-seven students participated in 
tutoring services.

northwest D.C.  The 
Gothic residence was 
recently restored by 
the National Trust 
for Historic Preser-
vation and as part of 
the ceremony marked 
the first anniversary 
of its opening to the 
public.  

The Cottage, as 
i t  i s  k n o w n ,  h a s 
rece ived  capac i ty 
crowds since tours 
began last  Febru-
ary, noted Allison 
Herrman, the house 
museum’s lead inter-
preter, indicating the 
continued reverence 
held for the martyred 
President.  It was on 
his way to the hilltop 
retreat that Lincoln 
nearly lost his life to 
an unknown Confed-
erate when a bullet 
was fi red and passed 
through Lincoln’s 
hat.

Mary Todd was 
also remembered in 
part of the ceremony, 
with actress Joyce 
Bailey performing a 
play as Elizabeth Ke-
ckly, Mrs. Lincoln’s 
African American dressmaker.  
Bailey was founder of the Black 
Fashion Museum in Washington, 
D.C.’s U Street neighborhood.  
Rosemary Reedd Miller, author 
of the book “Threads of Time,” 
also spoke on Keckley’s contri-
butions to Lincoln’s presidency.

Granite Plaque
The highlight of the celebra-

tion was the unveiling of a black 
granite plaque that will form 
the centerpiece of an intended 
Lincoln Bicentennial Monument 
at the library.  Cadets from 
the 1st United States Colored 
Troops Regiment, a re-enact-
ment company portraying an 
African American unit of the 
Civil War, lifted a silk canvas 
to reveal the 3 foot x 2 foot 
tablet engraved with a life-sized 
portrait of Lincoln.

The stone and artwork were 
given to the library by area his-
torian David V. Wendell to pro-
vide a permanent memorial in 
honor of the Great Emancipa-
tor’s 200th birthday.  Weighing 
nearly 100 pounds, the memo-
rial is a landmark for the State 
of Maryland that, much like the 
Union after the War Between 
the States, should endure for 
many generations.  “It’s a leg-

during the three-day rehearsal, 
Robbins stood in for an artist to 
sing back-up in rehearsing Stevie 
Wonder’s “Signed, Sealed, De-
livered.”  This kind of opportu-
nity is once-in-a-lifetime for most 
people; for Robbins, it’s all in a 
day’s work.  

Robbins is on an exclusive 
productions list for events that 
take place in the D.C. metro-
politan area.  A member of the 
Screen Actors Guild and the 
American Federation of Televi-
sion and Radio Artists, Robbins 
gets called to do voice-overs, 
narrations and stand-ins for com-
mercials, movies, appearances and 
special events.

One such event is the Kennedy 
Center Honors and, in 2005, Rob-
bins stood in for Oprah Winfrey 
who presented the Honors award 
to Tina Turner.  Last month Rob-
bins did voice-over work and 
stood in for B. Smith of B. Smith 
Restaurants in preparation for the 
BET Awards at which Smith was 
honored.  

“I thought I would spend In-
auguration Day at home and have 
history in my living room,” says 
Robbins.  “Then I got the call 
for Michelle [Obama] and knew 
I had to be there.”

The Big Day
While the rehearsals on Janu-

ary 18 and 19 were long, noth-
ing compares to Robbins’ day 
on January 20.  Having arrived 
home from rehearsal at the D.C. 
Convention Center at 11:15 p.m. 
the night before the Inauguration, 
she was thankful for a 12:30 
p.m. call time for Inauguration 
Day.  However, with warnings 
of crowded Metro stations and 
D.C. streets, Robbins was at the 
Greenbelt Metro station at 3:30 
the morning of the Inauguration.  

Arriving downtown less than 
an hour later and not being able 
to get into the Convention Center 
despite having security clearance, 
she thought, “Now what am I 
going to do?”  She spent the 
next eight hours in an Ethiopian 
restaurant that was open early for 
the occasion, meeting and talking 
with tourists, drinking coffee and 
watching the sun rise.

“I had a privileged oppor-
tunity, one that forever will be 
part of my family archive,” says 
Robbins.  “This will never hap-
pen again and I’m happy to have 
been a part of it.” 

When meeting someone who 
asks her, “So what do you do?” 
Robbins replies, “Pick a day.”  

“Multi-preneur”
She calls herself a “multi-pre-

neur” – in addition to her job as 
a government contractor and her 
work in the D.C. area with the 
performing arts, Robbins runs a 
home-based virtual customer ser-
vice business and hosts a monthly 
radio show called “So You Want 
to be A . . . .”  She is credited 
for a part in “Liberty Heights”

and was an extra in “Minor-
ity Report,” both of which were 
filmed in and around Washington, 
D.C.  

“So You Want to be A . . .” 
airs the first Sunday of every 
month on www.internetvoices.
com from 8 to 8:30 p.m.  Rob-
bins interviews “extraordinary 
people” about what they do, why 
they do it and how they came 
into a particular career.  

Since the show’s inception 
in March 2008 she has inter-
viewed, among others, a magi-
cian, a postal worker, an author, a 
life coach, a teacher, an engineer 
and a nurse.

“There is always someone 
with the same idea [for a career 
path] but doesn’t know how to 
get started.  It’s a ‘real person’s 
guide,’” says Robbins, “sort of 
the equivalent to an occupational 
handbook.”

Having struggled after college 
with what she wanted to do, the 
radio idea developed and, after 
broadcasting traffic reports for 
Shadow Traffic on WMAL and 
working as a part-time air per-
sonality at WMMJ 102.3, she 
worked as a microbiologist at 
NIH with plans to go to medical 
school.  Robbins’ career choices 
have been diverse.  Taking the 
opportunity to explore various 
careers, she has found a way to 
combine her experiences, skill 
sets and talents into workable 
solutions that best fit her passions 
and interests.  

She continues to evolve and 
live by the Buddhist principle 
that one must be responsible to 
oneself while still being respon-
sible for one’s actions affecting 
others.

Different Paths
Robbins has ventured down 

many different paths and truly is 
enjoying her life’s journey.  She 
makes the decision to do what 
she wants to do when she wants 
to do it and for whatever length 
of time she wants to do it.  

You can find Robbins enjoying 
her favorite sport, roller-skat-
ing, at area rinks.  “We have 
roller-skaters that fly all over the 
country for annual roller-skating 
events,” she says.  “We’re basi-
cally dancers on skates.”  

In addition she is a member 
of the “Spring Speakers,” Green-
belt’s Toastmasters group, which 
has helped with the improvisation 
that is required for stand-in work.  
She also is active in the Windsor 
Green community and is a past 
member of GATE.  

Robbins enjoys the atmosphere 
and food at the New Deal Café 
and rides her bike to the Greenbelt 
Farmers’ Market every Sunday 
during the season.  One day Rob-
bins would like to have her own 
production company.  There is no 
telling where that path will lead 
her but Ty Robbins clearly enjoys 
the life she lives – her smile radi-

Many of the mentors spoke of 
the benefit they themselves re-
ceived from the program in addi-
tion to the positive changes they 
witnessed in the young boys they 
mentored.  

One mentor, Marcus Smith, 
said,  “The kids are incred-
ibly smart, energetic and creative 
young boys who just need some-
one to talk to.  Sometimes I think 
of myself as a venting tool.”  
When these students had some-
one to connect with they became 
more attentive and involved in 
their own daily education.  Smith 
went on to say, “In their perspec-
tive it makes sense — if the 
world doesn’t listen to me, then 
why should I listen to them?”  
This feeling of validation for the 
young men was one of the main 
goals of the P-team in developing 
the mentoring program.

Two More Groups
When the 2008-2009 school 

year started, two more organi-
zations from the University of 
Maryland were also interested 
in forming a partnership with 
the school’s mentoring program.  
Araina Ford from Sisters of Unity 
and Love and Melissa Morgan 
from Leaders in Action devel-
oped their own mentoring teams 
to work with female and male 
students.  The mentoring program 
has now expanded to more than 
20 students who meet regularly 
with their mentors.  

The Greenbelt Elementary 

School students are excited about 
being involved in the program. 
Often other students will ask the 
parent liaison, Jacob Novick, or 
Behe when they can get a men-
tor.   Students already involved 
often refer to their mentors as 
being like older siblings.  They 
cherish and respect the advice 
they are given and the time they 
have to share their own thoughts 
and concerns.  One fifth grade 
student said, “My mentor is like 
a big brother.  I can tell him 
anything.”

Since the mentoring program’s 
conception many of the repeat 
discipline problems have de-
creased and even disappeared.  
Teachers also say that classroom 
participation and attentiveness 
have increased.  As discipline 
issues have decreased, many stu-
dents are now referred to the 
program by family, teachers or by 
their own request.  

The program has proven to be 
socially beneficial for all partici-
pants.  It has provided insight to 
the P-team in regard to the many 
issues faced by students and their 
families.  Young college students 
have also been provided the op-
portunity to witness the effect they 
can have on an individual.  The 
program fills a void for students 
who were lacking one-on-one at-
tention.  In this way Greenbelt 
Elementary students are gaining 
the knowledge and confidence to 
succeed and feel secure.
