Danica Woodyard

This is the sec-
ond  year  Danica 
Woodyard has been 
teach ing  seven th 
grade language arts 
at Greenbelt Middle 
School.  And it is 
the first year she 
is helping students 
participate in Na-
tional Novel Writing 
Month.  Some of her 
students are writing 
a 35,000-word novel 
– that’s about 140 
typed pages.

And they are writing it fast.  
They write only in the month of 
November.  The goal of National 
Novel Writing Month is not to 
write beautifully but to write lots 
and quickly, thereby stopping in-
ternal critics who say we cannot 
write.  Many authors later revise 
their November work while oth-
ers just become stronger writers 
because of the process.

Woodyard, a na-
tive of California, 
went to school in 
N e b r a s k a  b e f o r e 
landing in Greenbelt.  
She was chosen by 
her administration 
at Greenbelt Middle 
School as one of the 
exemplary teachers 
to be highlighted for 
American Education 
Week.

Woodyard herself 
is also writing for 

National Novel Writing Month.  
For adult participants, novels are 
about 50,000 words.  Last year 
she finished.  This year it is too 
early to tell if she’ll make it.  
But the real goal is to write.

Not all of Woodyard’s stu-
dents are participating in this 
project but all of them write.  
Writing, like any other skill, gets 

Paula Davis wor-
ried that she would 
sound corny while 
discussing her love 
of teaching.  But 
corny is only nega-
tive when left in the 
abstract as platitudes 
and her lessons are 
anyth ing  but  ab-
stract.

Davis is a sixth-
year, sixth grade lan-
guage arts teacher 
at Greenbelt Middle 
School.  She was chosen by 
her administration as one of the 
exemplary teachers to be high-
lighted for American Education 
Week.

Davis works with about 70 
students a year.  Writing is dif-
ficult for many people but it 
doesn’t have to be a mystery.  
She doesn’t let her students 
flounder, worrying that they 
don’t have anything to say.  And 

she says, when they 
work through their 
project, they find 
they can write.

Personal Memoir
The first part of 

the Personal Memoir 
project assignment 
is an author’s page 
that includes a list 
of facts, such as the 
student’s name, hob-
bies, age, place of 
birth and so on.

Next, the writer is 
asked to come up with a sentence 
about five experiences.  The next 
step is to come up with details 
for two of those five experi-
ences.

For Paula Davis, her own 
memoir project might include her 
10 years of working for the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture Gradu-
ate School before she decided to All women in law enforce-

ment face difficulties, observes 
the first female public relations 
officer of the Greenbelt Police 
Department.  Sometimes people 
do not recognize that a woman 
should be an officer.  She should 
be at home, they think.  Some-
time she does not get the respect 
she should get, continues officer 
Kelly Lawson.  

However, the 29-year-old of-
ficer, who has been filling the 
chief public relations position for 
a little more than three months, 
says that she has had nothing but 
positive interactions with col-
leagues, the media and the com-
munity of Greenbelt. 

The department’s previous 
crime prevention and public in-
formation officer was George 
Mathews, a 23-year department 
veteran who retired on August 1.  
Lawson took up his departmental 
responsibilities of crime preven-
tion, community relations, news 
information and the Drug Abuse 
Resistance Education (D.A.R.E.) 
program.  Lawson was assigned 
the position and began training 
in May.  During training she 
shadowed Mathews while putting 
together press releases and meet-
ing members of different news 
groups. 

Because her parents were 
firefighters, Lawson said she 
has “always had a kinship with 

public safety.”  Originally from 
Media, Pa., Lawson came to the 
University of Maryland in 1998 
because she was interested in 
their Fire Protection Engineering 
Department.  She received her 
bachelor’s degree in fire science 
from the University of Maryland 
in 2005, followed by a master’s 
in public health from Walden 
University in 2007.

Fluency in Spanish allowed 
Lawson to get a job as a police 
dispatcher for the Hyattsville 
Police Department.  She then 
went on to become a cadet for 
the Riverdale Police Department.  
After working there for three 
years and moving to Greenbelt in

The Greenbelt News Review 
begins its 73rd year of publishing 
with this issue.

The paper is unique – the lon-
gest running cooperative weekly 
newspaper in the United States 
– and has been featured in books 
and television programs, as well 
as graduate theses and other stu-
dent papers on Greenbelt, planned 
towns and the cooperative move-
ment.  Some researchers have 
focused on the paper’s four-
year David-and-Goliath struggle 
against a $2,000,000 libel suit 
in which the News Review was 
finally vindicated by the U.S. 
Supreme Court in 1970.  The 
decision supported freedom of 
the press in a case still studied 
and quoted as a significant legal 
precedent.

In a town of many co-ops, 
the News Review, 72, is next to 
the oldest, preceded only by the 
Greenbelt Federal Credit Union.  
The paper, originally a letter-
sized, 16-page mimeographed 
publication, then titled the Green-
belt Cooperator, began publica-
tion on November 24, 1937 – six 
weeks after the first families 
moved into their homes.

For those wondering how the 
paper gets out each week, the 
staff is largely volunteer although 

they may receive minimal patron-
age dividends.  In the Greenbelt 
tradition, the paper is organized 
as a labor cooperative.  The pa-
per is unconnected with the city 
government, other cooperatives 
in the city or Greenbelt Homes, 
Inc. (GHI).  

On the other hand, the paper 
gratefully accepts support from 
any segment of the community 
– from the city by advertising 
and by making Community Cen-
ter space available to rent, the 
Co-op grocery and GHI by their 
regular corporate ads, our many 
other loyal advertisers and from 
contributions of generous citizens 
when the financial pinch has been 
too tight.  Mostly, however, the 
paper has been self-supporting 
from paid advertisements.

History
Early Greenbelt pioneers rec-

ognized the immediate need for 
a news medium to keep the new 
settlers informed of local events 
and to provide a forum for the 
exchange of views.  They laid 
down the principles that still 
guide the actions of the News 
Review – a non-partisan, nonprof-
it cooperative endeavor, whose 
aims are to print the news ac-
curately and fairly and to respect 
the Greenbelt “good neighbor” 

philosophy of life.
In January 1938, the federal 

government (which owned Green-
belt at that time) made space 
available for the paper at the 
town commercial center free 
of cost.  The government also 
loaned much-needed furniture, 
typewriters (some historical ma-
chines are still on display in the 
office) and other office equip-
ment.  

With the withdrawal of the 
federal government from town, 
GHI, through its wholly owned 
subsidiary, Greenbelt Develop-
ment Corporation, continued the 
federal policy for decades of 
providing free office space.  The 
paper reimbursed the corporation 
only for out-of-pocket expenses.  
For many years the paper op-
erated from offices in the un-
finished basement of Parkway 
Apartments.

In February 1996, the News 
Review moved to fresh, new, 
above-ground rental space in 
the historic Center School, then 
newly renovated and opened by 
the city as the Greenbelt Com-
munity Center.

Free Delivery
An important development in 

the newspaper’s history was the 
decision to deliver the Cooperator 
free of charge to every home in 
town, beginning with the issue of 
September 7, 1939.  The policy 
of free distribution remained un-
changed except for an unsuc-
cessful effort in 1953 to go to a 
subscription basis.

of directors of the cooperative 
have considered the paper’s chief 
imperative to distribute it to each 
household in the city.

As We Are
Some readers may recall when 

the News Review had only two 
pages; that was in the summer 
of 1957.  Today, however, the 
standard size is 12 or 16 pages 
and occasionally as large as 28.  
The deciding factor each week 
in the paper’s size is the number 
of inches of advertising, which 
determines the number of pages 
that can be paid for.

At present 9,600 free cop-
ies of the News Review are 
distributed weekly to homes in 
Greenbelt, including the histor-
ic residential communities as 
well as Greenbriar, Greenbrook, 
Greenwood Village, Windsor 
Green, Greenspring, Hunting 
Ridge, Belle Point, Empirian Vil-
lage, Greenbelt Lake Village, the 
Lakes of Greenbelt Village and 
the Greenbelt office buildings and 
shopping centers.  

In 1995 the paper joined the 
90s when it moved to a cold 
type-computerized process end-
ing its long-standing relationship 
with Allen Printing and their 
metal typesetting letter press 
operation.  This change to an 
offset press enabled us to return 
to a longer page, allowing more 
space for stories and photos.  
We also added green ink.  The 
paper looked good, our readers 
told us.

In June 2001 the paper lost its 
publisher, Chesapeake Publishing, 
when they reorganized to print 
only major publications.  At that 
time the News Review moved to 
an all-electronic process, involv-
ing a steep learning curve for the 
volunteer staff – a process that 
still continues.  

At that time the News Review 
contracted with graphic designer 
Lynn Eppard, who now does all 
layout and preprint work for the 
paper in her home.  Copy is sent 
electronically to Silver Com-
munication in Sterling, Virginia 
for printing.  We think the paper 
looks even better than it did 
before, though it costs more to 

produce it.
Staff

During the paper’s 72 years 
there have been 39 changes in 
editorship.  However the last 
37 years, the position has been 
held by Mary Lou Williamson.  
More than 68 staff members 
help to get out the paper each 
week – most of whom joined the 
staff as their way of contributing 
to this community.  Some, like 
Williamson, Virginia Beauchamp 
and Elaine Skolnik have volun-
teered with the paper for 40 to 
54 years.

An ongoing project – aug-
menting the staff through an 
agreement with the Departments 
of English and Journalism of the 
University of Maryland to ac-
cept placement of student interns 
– still continues, to the News 
Review’s advantage.  Students 
have participated in the regular 
work of writing and editing copy 
for this paper.  

An affiliated program is spon-
sored by the Alfred M. Skolnik 
Memorial Fund.  This fund, com-
memorating an early reporter and 
long-time president of the coop-
erative, also provides for a yearly 
$100 Savings Bond awarded to 
an outstanding Eleanor Roosevelt 
High School graduate who lives 
in Greenbelt and is proficient in 
the field of writing.

As the paper enters its 73rd 
year, it remains primarily a vol-
unteer effort.  It has never missed 
an issue.  It has been produced 
without fail during all these years 
by neighbors for neighbors, from 
the editor to reporters to proof 
readers to the young carriers de-
livering the paper.  

Unchanged over all these years 
is the fact that we are always 
looking for people willing to 
contribute time and effort to as-
sure the paper continues to serve 
the community.  Currently our 
special need is for volunteers 
willing to visit local merchants to 
persuade them of the importance, 
as well as the benefits, of adver-
tising in our community paper.  
That’s how we can continue to 
serve and to commemorate this 
wonderful town.

Devin Hartsgrove Makes
Career Change to Teaching

Tauheedah Lewis

Tauheedah Lewis Gains
Satisfaction in Teaching

Fifth grade teacher 
Devin Hartsgrove’s 
career did not begin 
like most in her field 
– she once worked in 
Manhattan living the 
fast-paced life of a 
young businesswoman 
in the Big Apple. 

After majoring in 
business marketing 
as an undergraduate, 
Hartsgrove worked in 
retail marketing for 
three years.

“I wasn’t really getting any-
thing out of it,” Hartsgrove said 
of her early career.  “The profes-
sion just wasn’t rewarding.” 

Hartsgrove’s indifference led 
her to obtain a master’s in educa-
tion from Monmouth University 
in New Jersey.  She graduated 
from the program this past May. 

This year marks her first as 
a teacher as well as her first at 
Turning Point Academy (TPA) in 
Lanham.  She teaches fifth grade 
math and science at the public 
charter school on Good Luck 
Road and especially enjoys the 
holistic approach to teaching that 
TPA employs.

Parent-Student Classes
Every Friday, Hartsgrove 

teaches character-education class-
es to her students that focus on 
more important lessons than just 
how to read and write. 

“It’s really about [teaching 
them] to become better people, 

The impact that a 
single educator had 
on Tauheedah Lew-
is in high school is 
what, according to 
the first-grade teach-
er, encouraged her 
to become a teacher 
herself.

Lewis volunteered 
at the Bruce Street 
School for the Deaf 
in Newark, N.J., as a 
teen, where she met 
a woman who caused 
her to change her career plans 
from lawyer to teacher. 

“I saw the impact she had on 
the kids – how creative she was 
and how she came across to them 
– and was inspired,” Lewis said. 

Today, Lewis teaches first 
grade at Turning Point Academy 
(TPA) on Good Luck Road in 
Lanham and gets great enjoyment 
out of the classroom atmosphere.

“There is never a dull moment 
in the classroom – especially with 
six and seven-year-olds,” Lewis 
said.  “They keep my energy 
up.” 

Lewis came to TPA with a 
wealth of experience; this school 
year marks Lewis’ second at TPA 
and her ninth as a teacher. 

Background
She earned her bachelor’s de-

gree in liberal arts from Johnson 
C. Smith University in Charlotte, 
N.C., and her master’s in educa-
tion and administration and su-

both academically 
and morally,” Harts-
grove said.  “The 
school really cares 
about enlightening 
each child and about 
shaping moral, re-
sponsible citizens.” 

She is also one of 
several TPA teach-
ers who coordinate 
a similar character-
education class for 
their students’ par-
ents once a month.  

As part of the “discovery groups,” 
parents learn the same things that 
their children learn each Friday 
– lessons catered toward a cho-
sen theme for the week, such as 
“destiny” or “concern.” 

“The classes really focus on 
pulling out each child’s unique 
potential,” Hartsgrove said.  “It 
teaches them to be all they can 
be.” 

Enjoys Successes
Above all else, Hartsgrove said 

she enjoys witnessing success in 
the classroom more than anything 
else – success that she has been a 
direct part of. 

“When I know a child has 
been struggling with something in 
particular and I grade a test and 
see that they got a 95 percent on 
it, for example, I am so happy 
for them,” Hartsgrove said. 

She takes each of her student’s 

pervision from St. 
Peter’s College in 
Jersey City, N.J. 

She began her 
teaching career at the 
Jersey City Commu-
nity Charter School 
where she taught 
kindergarten and first 
grade.  She then be-
came the assistant 
to the principal over 
the school’s elemen-
tary division, which 
included grades K-

4.  Lewis worked there for seven 
years before relocating to Mary-
land with her husband. 

She said it is at that school 
where she got her foundation 
– faced challenges, gained knowl-
edge and refined her skills. 

At Turning Point
TPA Principal Dr. Kenneth 

Jones and faculty praise Lewis 
for these abilities, to be so orga-
nized and reliable. 

“She is one of those people 
who has everything in order and 
you can see that displayed in her 
classroom,” Jones said.  “She’s 
one of the first ones here in the 
morning and one of the last to 
leave at night; on her ‘A-game’ 
all the time.” 

Although Lewis noted unsup-
portive parents as being one of 
the greatest challenges of teach-
ing, she said she really enjoys

Police Reaccredited
On November 21 the Green-

belt Police Department received 
notice it had been granted un-
conditional reaccreditation by the 
Commission on Accreditation for 
Law Enforcement Agencies (CA-
LEA) at the organization’s 90th 
conference in Salt Lake City this 
past weekend.

In April 2009 a team of CA-
LEA assessors, including Chief 
Ray Johnson, Chesterfield (Mo.) 
Police Department and Lieu-
tenant Steve Sanders, Garden 
Grove (Calif.) Police Depart-
ment, conducted an on-site re-
view of the department.  Then, 
at the Salt Lake Conference, a 
team of Greenbelt commanders 
reviewed the on-site report with 
four CALEA commissioners.  
After the review the commis-
sioners praised the department 
for meeting all applicable stan-
dards and 92 percent of the 
other-than-mandatory standards.  
The Greenbelt police obtained 
initial accreditation in Novem-
ber 2006. 

The overall purpose of CA-
LEA Accreditation Programs 
is to improve a delivery of 
public safety services, primar-
ily by maintaining a body of 
standards developed by public 
safety practitioners that cover a 
wide range of up-to-date public 
safety initiatives, establish and 
administer the accreditation pro-
cess and recognize professional 
excellence.

2002, the then 22-year-old Law-
son joined the Greenbelt Police 
Department in April 2003.  

On the Greenbelt force Law-
son worked in the patrol unit, 
where she responded to calls for 
services and made arrests.  She 
also worked in the bicycle unit, 
where she began giving presen-
tations.  This experience led to 
her interest in working with the 
community.

New PR Officer
Now as the Greenbelt Police 

Department’s new public relations 
officer, Lawson’s responsibilities 
include press releases, on-camera 
interviews and crime prevention 
efforts such as relaying infor-
mation to the public and giving 
safety lectures.  She also serves 
as a D.A.R.E officer, teaching 
about drug abuse to first, third 
and fifth graders at Springhill 
Lake Elementary School.  

As part of her preparation for 
teaching, Lawson participated in 
a two-week course at Sykesville, 
Md.  She will begin actual teach-
ing in April, once she finishes 
state testing.  

Lawson’s target group will be 
fifth graders.  She has done safe-
ty lectures with children before 
and does not find working with 
children a particular challenge.  
During her course, Lawson also 
got hands-on experience teaching 
a full lesson to students.  

The biggest challenge Lawson 
said she has had to face is break-
ing down people’s barriers with 
law enforcement.  Lawson said 
many people do not see officers 
as friends.  She wants to “open 
up the lines of communications 
between different cultures and 
different communities.”  

Lawson finds that Greenbelt 
is a diverse community which in-
cludes Latin American, Chinese, 
Korean and African cultures. 
People have different cultural 
expectations as well as language 
barriers.  She is looking for ways 
to reach every population. “Ev-
erything is done in English.  But 
for many people in the com-
munity, English is a secondary 
language,” Lawson says.  

Currently different sectors of 

the city have liaisons who can 
relay information.  For example, 
Empirian Village has a Spanish 
translator who translates crime 
prevention brochures. After the 
fire at Empirian Village, a liaison 
was able to work with Lawson 
and the Greenbelt Police Depart-
ment to get food, blankets and 
supplies for displaced residents.  
The team also worked together to 
locate shelters, working with the 
rental company and with the Red 
Cross to find help.

City Events
In her new role, Lawson has 

been or will be involved with 
every city event in Greenbelt.  In 
October she participated in the 
International Walk to School Day 
in Greenbelt, which was coordi-
nated by School Resource Officer 
Marty Parker.  

Lawson feels that this annual 
Greenbelt event with parents, po-
lice officers, city councilmembers 
and even the mayor accompany-
ing students walking to school 
was a good way to bring the 
community and school together.  

Lawson was also involved 
with the city’s annual fall festi-
val at Schrom Hills Park, where 
she prepared child finger printing 
kits and crime literature for auto 
theft preventions.  The next big 
event for Lawson will be “Shop 
with a Cop” in December when 
police officers help children pick 
out and wrap presents for their 
parents.  Lawson will be playing 
the supporting role of advertising 
and publicizing the event.

Lawson says that the work-
load was initially a little over-
whelming but the many experi-
enced people in the department 
are willing to help and guide 
her.  

Lawson says she “couldn’t 
have done it without all the sup-
port of people around.”  She 
“enjoys being able to share infor-
mation with the public and keep 
the public more aware of what’s 
going on with the community.” 

Lawson says it makes her feel 
really good about her job, “like 
you’re making a difference.”  To 
her, that’s the most rewarding 
part.

The Washington Subur-
ban Sanitary Commission 
(WSSC) asks that after the 
Thanksgiving meal is eaten 
and before tryptophan kicks 
in, everyone should properly 
dispose of all the greasy 
cooking remnants from the 
holiday feast, including meat 
fats, oils, shortening, but-
ter, margarine, food scraps, 
sauces and dairy products.

When grease goes down 
the drain, it collects in the 
pipes, hardens and causes 
back-ups.  Sewage can end 
up in basements, leading to 
costly plumbing problems 
for homeowners.  Grease 
blockages can also cause 
manholes to overflow, send-
ing sewage into streams and 
ultimately to the Chesapeake 
Bay.  These situations pose 
a public health risk and hurt 
the environment.

Some de-greasing prod-
ucts may simply pass block-
ages down the line and 
cause problems elsewhere.  
Home garbage disposals do 
not protect the plumbing 
system from grease.

WSSC suggests the fol-
lowing tips:

Pour cooled grease into 
cans and dispose in the 
trash, never pour grease 
down sinks or toilets, scrape 
grease and food scraps into 
the trash and put baskets or 
strainers in sinks to catch 
food scraps and empty them 
in the trash.

find work in public schools.  The 
career change came after helping 
her mother recover from an ill-
ness.  When her mother had to 
learn to read and write again, Da-
vis helped her.  That’s when she 
discovered the rewards of teach-
ing.  “I knew this was something 
I wanted to do for a living.”

For the fourth step of the per-
sonal memoir, students write a 
rough draft essay about one of 
the experiences.  Students are re-
minded to think about the settings 
and to use sensory details about 
how things feel, smell, taste, 
sound and look.  Then comes the 
revision, which includes a peer 
review.

Peer Reviews
Davis opened some of the red 

covers of the memoirs.  Small 
sticky notes show a peer review-
er’s comments.  Students work 
not only on their own writing but 
also on their classmates’ essays.

Davis’ students all  come 
from Springhill Lake Elementary 
School.  Greenbelt Middle School 
has six feeder elementary schools 
for grades seven and eight but 

easier with practice, so all of her 
students practice.  One of their 
projects this year was a personal 
narrative.  Woodyard said she has 
revised the project this year after 
working with it last year.

Writing Prompt
Students are expected to start 

with a writing prompt.  A prompt 
is a phrase supposed to evoke an 
image or a memory in the writer.  
It is a jumping off place.  Last 
year’s prompt was asking the 
students to tell about the most 
important event in their lives.  
“They didn’t know what to do 
with that,” said Woodyard.  “I 
wouldn’t know what to do with 
it either.”

So this year she created her 
own writing prompts, such as 
“tell about when you were em-
barrassed,” “tell me about when 
a friend helped you” and “tell 
me about when you were unpre-
pared.”

Ten Prompts
She had 10 prompts.  Stu-

dents wrote on each one for five 
minutes.  So they wrote 10 fast 
paragraphs in one class.  Then 
each chose one of those fast para-
graphs to expand out to narra-
tives.  The personal narrative was 
a much more successful endeavor 
this year than last, she said.

The prompts exercises are a 
form of prewriting.  They are 
not expected to be the finished 
product but rather sketches that 
can become a finished product.  
Woodyard says she is also work-
ing with her students on grammar 
and punctuation, as well as struc-
ture of an essay.  “I’m trying to 
get them thinking a little harder 
about what they write before they 

Springhill Lake is the only el-
ementary school that sends sixth 
graders.

Some are honors students.  
Some are below grade level.  
Many speak English fluently, 
and many are learning English as 
a second language.  They don’t 
necessarily come in enjoying 
reading or writing and one of her 
major goals is not only to get 
them working at or above grade 
level but to enjoy reading and 
writing.

She says the job takes a lot of 
patience and an ability to work to 
meet individual students’ needs. 

The final two steps in the 
personal memoir are a final draft 
and publishing.  Publishing means 
sitting in the moss green chair 
that is labeled “author’s chair” 
and reading the essay aloud to 
the class.

“I love seeing how happy 
they are when they have com-
pleted an assignment,” she said.  
“They become motivated and 
confident.  They learn they can 
do the work if they try and they 
work hard.”

write.”
Not all the writing in Wood-

yard’s class is creative.  Students 
need to be able to work with 
books as well.  Woodyard’s read-
ing work includes strategies such 
as summarizing, paraphrasing 
and questioning the text.  She 
uses books that she and her class 
enjoy, including “Among the 
Hidden” by Margaret Peterson 
Haddix and “Son of the Mob” by 
Gordon Korman.

“A lot of my students come 
in and don’t enjoy reading,” she 
said.  “Several of them tell me 
they do like reading now.  My 
aim is to get them to all enjoy 
reading and writing.”

success personally, noting that 
she wants to “literally jump up 
and down on the couch” out of 
excitement when she grades some 
“A” papers. 

Turning Point Principal Dr. 
Kenneth Jones said he noticed 
Hartsgrove’s enthusiasm for 
teaching and willingness to learn 
from day one. 

“She is quite energetic with 
regards to students’ passion for 
learning,” Jones said.  “If she 
doesn’t know much about some-
thing, in just two weeks or so, 
she can learn, become knowl-
edgeable of the subject and is 
not afraid to learn – which is, a 
lot of the time, what holds people 
back.” 

Jones also noted that despite 
her drastic career change, Harts-
grove has adjusted beautifully. 

“When most people switch 
careers, they have some level 
of anxiety about it,” Jones said.  
“Devin seems to have success-
fully made that transition and 
is extremely dedicated to the 
children.” 

Jones noted that Hartsgrove 
has even shown up at school

when she is not feeling one hun-
dred percent and faculty members 
have had to encourage her to 
leave to see a doctor.  

Hartsgrove noted, however, 
that seeing a child smile each 
day is worth any challenge she 
may encounter.  “To see the kids 
excited to go to school, to see 
that they don’t hate it, is great,” 
she said.  “Being able to create 
eight hours of a safe haven where 
they can be themselves is what I 
enjoy most.” 

And despite early career dis-
appointments, Hartsgrove now 
recognizes the benefits of being a 
teacher each day – ones that have 
allowed her to foster a confident 
and gratifying sense of self:  

“To work with the kids and 
know that you’re helping them 
shape the individual they’re about 
to become – it’s great.”  

and is impressed by the coopera-
tion of TPA parents. 

Lewis, like many others at the 
school, teaches the character-edu-
cation curriculum to her students 
once a week and to their parents 
once a month. 

Although she enjoys instruct-
ing the parents each month, it is 
from teaching her students that 
Lewis gains the most satisfac-
tion. 

“As a teacher you are con-
stantly learning:  new curriculum, 
new technology … ,” Lewis said.  
“You think you are teaching them 
but in reality, they are teaching 
you.”

Lewis said one of her long-
term goals is to open her own 
elementary school, preferably in 
Maryland and, according to TPA 
staff, she has the potential to do 
great things.

“I envision her being an ad-
ministrative leader – whether in 
terms of curriculum, being a prin-
cipal, any task that is chosen,” 
Jones said.  “She is certainly 
already qualified and is already 
on her way.”
