aide and St. Hugh’s School math 
teacher before working at God-
dard Space Flight Center. Earn-
ing a computer science master’s 
degree while at Goddard, Meetre 
organized the efforts of contrac-
tor scientists, mathematicians and 
engineers on NASA missions and 

2016, which dramatically reduced 
the amount of Styrofoam found 
in the river (it was once the num-
ber one pollutant).  

Similarly, the recent plastic 
bag ban has had a profound im-
pact, with plastic bags no longer 
ranking among the top 10 items 
collected during river cleanups. 
As Sherard explained, “The suc-
cess of these bans shows how 
powerful policy can be in pro-
tecting our waterways. Now, it’s 
crucial that Marylanders advocate 
for the next step, a bottle bill.”

Currently, 60 percent of the 
litter collected by weight con-
sists of plastic bottles, and on 
land, drink containers make up 

50 percent of all litter, includ-
ing aluminum, glass and plastic 
bottles. For those inspired to take 
action, the Anacostia Riverkeeper 
website features dropdown menus 
where residents can learn more 
about the organization and how 
to get involved. Additionally, 
several cleanups are planned in 
the coming months, offering a 
hands-on opportunity to contrib-
ute to the river’s health.

The rowing school, which 
sponsors this annual community 
challenge, has set a strong ex-
ample with their no single-use 
water bottle policy, ensuring that

Keeping History Alive
Through Cemeteries

Thanks to the Greenbelt News 
Review for keeping alive the 
question, “Who Was Here Before 
Greenbelt?” (August 29, 2024). 

Readers interested in answers to 
that question can view several 
articles in your wonderful digital 
archive, beginning with Grave 
Mysteries in Greenbelt (GNR 
October 15, 2015, pages 12-13). 
Historians will want to consult 
the author, Kyla Hanington, who 
uncovered a trove of information 
that could not be included in 
that brief article. For her exten-
sive research on cemeteries in 
Greenbelt, Hanington received 
the St. George’s Award from the 
Prince George’s County Histori-
cal Society (GNR April 13, 2017, 
page 6).

Hanington’s research led the 
city to clear years of accumu-
lated brambles, scrub and vines 
from the abandoned section of 
the Turner cemetery, revealing 
even more plain-stone-marked 
graves than the ones Hanington 
uncovered during her research, 
and which city officials said they 
knew were there all along. A 
story in the Greenbelt News Re-
view from September 29, 2016, 
recounts the cleanup and the new 
preservation efforts undertaken 
by the city following Hanington’s 
initial story in 2015.

The work of locating, preserv-
ing and honoring those buried in 
gravesites that are unmarked or 
marked with plain stones contin-
ues. Chris Haley’s efforts on that 
subject can be read about in the 
Greenbelt News Review’s May 
27, 2021, issue and by watching 
his film Unmarked, the subject of 
that May 27, 2021, story.

The Greenbelt News Review 
has had many recent stories on 
cemeteries and the work being 
done to preserve them and I am 
pleased to read that the work 
continues.

awarded as the judges see fit.  
This contrasts with the Ameri-
can system which judges all the 
entries in a class, allowing for a 
limited number of awards.

In the baked goods category, 
entries may be from any era but 
some bakers do research to find 
historical recipes. Elliot Merker, 
a food historian and one of the 
baked goods judges, pointed out 
the three historical entries this 
year. Red velvet cake was first 
baked during WWI when less 
chocolate was available and the 
cakes turned out more red than 
brown. The appearance continued 
to change during WWII, de-
pending on ingredients, and the 
cake continued to change until 
it became the bright red version 
known today.

The chocolate sauerkraut cake 
was a WWII invention when 
it was difficult to get coconut.  
The amaretto peach upside-down 

cake was the final historical entry 
among the many more familiar 
sweets.

Kathy Labukas, one of the two 
judges for flowers, vegetables and 
canned goods, said if she could 
change one thing she would have 
canned goods exhibitors label 
their jars with what the product is 
and the date it was canned.

Two beautiful quilts were 
among the needlework/sewing 
projects. Other crafts included 
homegrown loofahs with cro-
cheted edges, ready for use for 
dishes or in the bath.

It is never too soon to get 
ready for next year’s Retro Town 
Fair. Test your recipes, harvest 
your garden or plan what you’ll 
grow and can next year, gather 
your needles, yarn or fabric and 
prepare to show off your proj-
ects during the next Labor Day 
Festival.

GREEN RIDGE HOUSE OPENS WAIT LIST
Green Ridge House, the City of Greenbelt’s HUD Section 8-202 
apartment building, will open its waiting list from Monday, September 
16 through 20, 2024 from 9 am - 4 pm. Green Ridge House is an 
independent living apartment building located at 22 Ridge Road, 
Greenbelt, MD 20770. All applicants must apply in person and be 62 years of age 
or older.

There are two new HUD guidelines that must now be followed. First, guidelines 
now state that any applicant wishing to be added to the waiting list cannot own any 
property (i.e., home, condo, land, etc.). If an applicant owns any property, it must 
already be listed for sale by a realtor and a contract must be provided when the 
application is filled out. Second, an applicant cannot have more than $100,000 in 
total assets (liquid assets, i.e., checking, savings, CD’s, money market, IRA, 401k, 
etc.).

All applicants must have with them a valid State ID or Driver’s License and their 
Social Security card. We cannot accept an application without these two items. All 
applicants will have a credit and criminal background check performed to determine 
eligibility. Applicants should be prepared to move within 30 days once they receive 
a call that a unit is available. Rent is based upon 30 percent of one’s income within 
a maximum gross income of $54,150 for individuals and $61,900 for couples. 
All apartments are one-bedroom units. Only applicants who would consider 
moving within the next 6 months to one year should apply. Green Ridge House 
is a Non-Smoking Building. Green Ridge House follows Federal HUD Guidelines 
with regards to smoking compliance which prohibits marijuana use, medical or 
otherwise on its properties. Therefore, regardless of any other permitted use by 
either prescription, State or local law, or any mechanism that permits medical 
marijuana use, such medical marijuana use is not permitted on any part of Green 
Ridge House property.

Green Ridge House Opens Wait List 
 
Green Ridge House, the City of Greenbelt’s HUD Section 8-202 apartment building, will open its 
waiting list from Monday, September 16 through 20, 2024 from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Green 
Ridge House is an independent living apartment building located at 22 Ridge Road, Greenbelt, 
MD 20770. All applicants must apply in person and be 62 years of age or older. 
 
There are two new HUD guidelines that must now be followed. First, guidelines now state that 
any applicant wishing to be added to the waiting list cannot own any property (i.e., home, condo, 
land, etc.). If an applicant owns any property, it must already be listed for sale by a realtor and a 
contract must be provided when the application is filled out. Second, an applicant cannot have 
more than $100,000 in total assets (liquid assets, i.e., checking, savings, CD’s, money market, 
IRA, 401k, etc.).  
 
All applicants must have with them a valid State ID or Driver’s License and their Social 
Security card. We cannot accept an application without these two items. All applicants will 
have a credit and criminal background check performed to determine eligibility. Applicants should 
be prepared to move within 30 days once they receive a call that a unit is available. Rent is based 
upon 30 percent of one’s income within a maximum gross income of $54,150 for individuals and 
$61,900 for couples. All apartments are one-bedroom units. Only applicants who would consider 
moving within the next 6 months to one year should apply. Green Ridge House is a Non-Smoking 
Building. Green Ridge House follows Federal HUD Guidelines with regards to smoking 
compliance which prohibits marijuana use, medical or otherwise on its properties. Therefore, 
regardless of any other permitted use by either prescription, State or local law, or any mechanism 
that permits medical marijuana use, such medical marijuana use is not permitted on any part of 
Green Ridge House property.   
 

 

This summer Judy Mickens-
Murray along with Juanita Miller 
and Jocelyn Route, all of whom 
were appointed members, left the 
Prince George’s County Board of 
Education, which is transitioning 
to a fully elected body. Made-
leine LaSalle Frazier (District 8) 
is the only remaining appointed 
member and her term will ex-
pire this year. Mickens-Murray 
was elected chair of the board in 
January 2023 and the term does 
not end until December 5 of this 
year. It took two meetings, nu-
merous rounds of deadlocked vot-
ing and an off-camera recess to 
elect a new chair and vice chair.

July 1 Meeting
At a special virtual meeting on 

July 1 the board voted to elect a 
new chair rather than have the 
vice chair automatically succeed 
for the remainder of the term. 
However, it could not agree on 
who should fill that role and 
found itself split 5-5 between 
votes for Branndon Jackson, who 
represents District 5, and Lolita 
Walker, who represents District 
9 and was the current vice chair 
and acting chair. Some concerns 
were expressed about Walker 
overseeing the special meeting 
to appoint a chair when she was 
one of the candidates. After two 
rounds of voting ending in a dead 
heat the board voted to reconvene 
on July 11 to vote again. 

Walker Elected Chair
On July 11, the board held a 

second session of a special meet-
ing to determine leadership of 
the board. During the first round 
of voting, Jackson conceded his 
candidacy for chair for the sake 
of unity on the board and in hope 
to bring the board together, he 
said. Even following his conces-
sion, board members continued 
to vote for Jackson but Jackson’s 
own vote was sufficient to change 
the outcome with the final tally 
6-4 in favor of Walker.

Impasse Over Vice Chair
Walker immediately resigned 

from her position as vice chair 
and called for nominations. Shay-

Board of Education Elects New
Leadership Following Impasse

la Adams-Stafford nominated 
Jackson and Frazier nominated 
Kenneth F. Harris II. Though 
called on by the chair to turn his 
camera on, former board member 
David Murray, who has since 
resigned after it was revealed he 
was living and working in a dif-
ferent state, was allowed to par-
ticipate and vote with his camera 
off, despite the board’s rules to 
the contrary.  

Two rounds of voting ended in 
a tie of 5-5.

The chair presented the option 
to set a time to reconvene before 
the next meeting or to continue 
the vote at the next meeting on 
August 29. Neither option could 
garner a majority of votes from 
the board so the rounds of voting 
for vice chair continued.

Two further rounds of voting 
ended in a stalemate of the same 
five members voting for Jackson 
and the same five for Harris.

Calls to Meet in Private
Board Member Zipporah Mill-

er asked for the possibility of 
a room to convene in. Walker 
clarified to the parliamentarian 
the suggestion was for a small 
group to convene and then come 
back to voting. The parliamentar-
ian advised such a move would 
interfere with voting that was 
already in progress.

Walker then asked if she could 
ask for a recess and was told 
she could without objection or 
with a majority vote. She then 
attempted to clarify if the recess 
was “a pause” or if it would be 
“with cameras off” but withdrew 
the question.

Adams-Stafford asked if the 
board could suspend voting and 

Roberts Rules to have an 
executive session to talk 
amongst themselves before 
voting. She reiterated her 
desire to suspend voting “so 
that we can have a sidebar 
as a group and solve this.” 
Walker suggested that coming 
back to vote on August 29 
would give the group several 
days in advance to do just 

that. The parliamentarian read 
from the Open Meetings Act the 
15 reasons an executive session 
can be called and suggested none 
fit the circumstances. “I don’t 
see any reason that would fit,” 
he told the group in conclusion. 
Adams-Stafford then asked to go 
ahead with a recess.

Walker called for a five-minute 
recess without objections. 

Harris Elected Vice Chair
Immediately following the 

five-minute recess, which was not 
recorded, the meeting continued 
with a fifth vote. This time Board 
Member Pamela Boozer-Strother 
(District 3) changed her vote 
from Jackson to Harris and Harris 
was elected vice chair 6-4.

Recess
Asked about the use of a re-

cess when the board members 
clearly wished to meet off-camera 
and privately but could not le-
gally call an executive session, 
Walker responded to the News 
Review, “As the chair of the 
Prince George’s County Board 
of Education, I am responsible 
for ensuring that our meetings 
are conducted in a manner that is 
legal, productive and conducive 
to moving the board’s business 
forward. During the recess, the 
chair did not call for discussions, 
thus, no formal discussions were 
held, as this is a violation of the 
Maryland Open Meetings Act.”  
Walker stressed that proposing a 
recess in situations of impasse is 
typical. The recess “provided a 
much-needed moment of repose, 
allowing members to return to 
the meeting with a renewed focus 
and, ultimately, contributed to re-
solving the impasse,” she stated.

Working with hand-held clip-
pers close to the ground, Kim-
berly Schmidt attacked sprouts 
of bamboo that dared to sprout. 
Schmidt and her co-gardener, 
Xochitl Zamora Thompson, have 
worked for two years clearing 
the bamboo that once bracketed 
the city’s blacktop path between 
Lakeside Drive and Ridge Road.

Schmidt said they get some 
assistance from the public works 
department when necessary, and 
that they’ve been working with 
the guidance of Greenbelt’s En-
vironmental Coordinator, Kevin 
Carpenter-Driscoll. For his part, 
Carpenter-Driscoll added, that 
Schmidt and Thompson “have 
been volunteering their time to 
help steward that area and the 
City greatly appreciates their ef-
forts.”

But even with the backup 
of city professionals, their task 
seems almost Sisyphean. In 
Greek myth, Sisyphus pushes a 
boulder uphill every day. Every 
night, the boulder rolls back and 
Sisyphus has to start all over 
again.

In the plant world, bamboo, 
poison ivy and other invasives 
seem to roll back into cleared ar-
eas despite people actively trying 
to banish them. Schmidt, how-
ever, is determined. If she needs 
to cut the bamboo down sprout 
by sprout she is willing to do so. 
“All you can do is just cut, cut, 
cut until there is no more energy 
in the roots,” she said. “It’s a 
five-to-10-year process.”

Schmidt is trained as a Prince 
George’s County Audubon native 
habitat advisor, but she says her 
love of plants came from her

grandmother. “My grandmother 
taught me how to spread manure. 
We had a huge garden when 
I grew up; it was how I was 
raised.”

On the hill next to the black-
top, she pointed out all the native 
plants that are now growing in 
the area. The city planted paw-
paw trees after the July 2022 
storm knocked out five mature 
oak trees that used to shade the 
whole path. Now the pawpaws 
take in the sun. They’re only 
about five feet tall, but they look 
healthy. And they are important 
for the whole ecosystem, Schmidt 
said, pointing at one of the long, 
oblong leaves with a tiny spot. 
“That’s a zebra swallowtail egg,” 
she said. The butterfly species is 
listed as rare and pawpaws are 
one of its chosen habitats. In 
addition, she pointed out native 

cutleaf coneflowers, late-blooming 
boneset and ironweed, all of 
which feed pollinating insects.

“It’s a slow process, but it is 
already so much better than last 
year,” Schmidt said.

wrote contract proposals for her 
employer and later for clients of 
her own small business.

Organizing is a constant theme 
in Meetre’s life. News Review 
Editor Mary Lou Williamson 
said she has a “knack for find-
ing wrinkles in a system and 
wanting to make it work better.” 
Also ever-present are her won-
derful writing skills, dry British 
wit, generous hospitality and the 
boundless energy that keeps her 
going with her many activities, 
interests and large family.

Greenbelt News Review
After earlier stints, Meetre re-

joined the News Review in 2011 
and was elected president of the 
board of directors in 2015. Read-
ers may appreciate the News 
Review on their doorstep every 
week, without knowing what it 
takes to make that happen. Amid 
challenges in 2015, including in-
creasing production costs, Meetre 
led the board to think about the 
paper as a business.

She applied business experi-
ence, technical expertise and 
energy to update electronic capa-
bilities for the paper’s production 
and business functions. She iden-
tified the risks of out-sourcing 
the paper’s layout, leading to 
bringing the layout process in-
house. This offered paid work to 
Greenbelters, made production 
more efficient and reduced the 
late-night hours some volunteers 
had been working. Meetre’s tech-
nical skills offered ways for staff 
to work remotely during the 2020 
pandemic lockdown, and the 
paper never missed an issue for 
Greenbelters who appreciated the 
comfort of getting their weekly 
community news throughout that 
difficult time.

When much of Greenbelt East 
abruptly lost doorstep distribution 
of the News Review in 2022, 
Meetre noticed. It took her some 
time and a bit of finagling, but 
the weekly newspaper returned to 
those doorsteps.

Meetre led the move from 
black-and-white to color printing 
at a lower cost with a new print-
ing company. Since the paper de-
pends on ad revenue, she created 
electronic tools to smooth the 
transfer of ads to the layout team 
and reduce errors in ad account-
ing, along with tools to manage 
billing. 

She established – with others 
– the Greenbelt Archive Project 
to preserve in a digital archive 
the deteriorating paper issues 
published since 1937. Meetre 
formed a 501c(3) nonprofit to 
seek grants and secured fund-
ing, office space, equipment and 
University of Maryland Libraries’ 
support. Past and current issues 
of the Greenbelt Cooperator and 
Greenbelt News Review are now 
accessible online to social histo-

rians, urban planners, Greenbelt 
residents and anyone interested 
in this iconic planned community.

Meetre is always looking for 
grants and writing proposals, a 
theme echoed in her Farmers 
Market and Co-op service. Wil-
liamson said she gathers ideas 
and presents them well. Other 
News Review examples include 
a Covid recovery grant to address 
financial losses and a 2024 grant 
to upgrade the website for easier 
maintenance and to better enable 
advertisers to size, price, submit 
and pay for classified and display 
ads online.

Williamson said that during 
Meetre’s tenure, the board be-
came more cohesive, actively 
contributing to understanding 
challenges, deciding how to ad-
dress them and acting on their 
decisions. She described Meetre 
as ensuring everyone can con-
tribute their ideas. Meetre demon-
strated this during a 2023 profile 
of the News Review, saying, 
“Innovative ideas are successful 
only because the staff is brave 
enough to try them. … All the 
staff provide leadership, since our 
democratic nature means anyone 

who suggests an idea can be a 
leader.”

Meetre’s service has ensured 
an attractive, readable newspaper, 
reduced the effort and cost to 
produce it, increased its ability to 
attract and retain volunteers and 
enables all Greenbelt residents to 
see themselves in their communi-
ty newspaper. She has positioned 
the paper to continue serving 
Greenbelt for the next 87 years 
and beyond, with independent 
local news to equip city residents 
for informed public debate and 
decision making, the backbone of 
democracy.

Farmers Market
Meetre used her organizational 

skills to improve the Greenbelt 
Farmers Market operation in its 
early days and served as board 
member and treasurer from 2013-
2021. She obtained county oc-
cupancy permits annually, wrote 
grant applications, organized ac-
counting, digitized the market 
layout (for occupancy permits 
and weekly market planning) 
and wrote News Review stories 
to entice shoppers. She opened 
her house for business meetings 
and still honors volunteers with a 
yearly party.

Co-op’s Leaky Roof
In 2018, Meetre, Greenbelt 

Co-op Supermarket board mem-
ber Dorrie Bates and volunteer 
Steve Skolnik, understanding 
the dire condition of the Co-op 
roof, created the Rays on the 
Roof project to provide a new 
roof with a solar array. Meetre 
promoted the project in the News 
Review, raising over $400,000 
in matching funds from Co-
op members to qualify for a 
$350,000 state grant. The array 
began operating in early 2021, 
producing electricity for the store, 
dramatically reducing its util-
ity bills and offsetting nearly 1.3 
million pounds of carbon dioxide, 
not to mention avoiding spending 
thousands of dollars to replace 
food and merchandise damaged 

by rain pouring through the roof. 
The project enabled the Co-op to 
become more financially secure 
and helped Greenbelt retain one 
of its most important businesses 
in the heart of the city.

Spare Time
In her spare time, Meetre 

doesn’t stop organizing. She’s 
known for renovating houses, or-
ganizing group ski vacations and 
planning international biking trips 
with Rick, not to mention the 
marching kazoo band in 1980s 
Labor Day parades. She coordi-
nated a 2020 effort that sewed 
and distributed thousands of free 
Covid masks. She loves cooking 
and socializing, hosting volunteer 
appreciation parties, Christmas

“I love rowing because each 
rower has to move together like 
segments of a centipede. Each 
rower has to trust the others in 
order to move as one.”

Glenn Needham, who crewed 
with (and made the team ban-
danas for) Erg, Not Again, said, 
“I’ve always wanted to try row-
ing, but never had access to the 
sport. I took a Learn to Scull 
class at Washington Rowing 
School and found out about the 
community challenge; one month 
later I jumped in a boat with 
eight other Greenbelters and gave 
it all I had. What a great chal-
lenge!”

As the crews paddled their 
way down the Anacostia, they 
embodied the spirit of commu-
nity ‒ working together not only 
to achieve their rowing goals but 
also to contribute to the ongoing 
efforts to protect the local envi-
ronment. Neither of the Greenbelt 
teams made it to the third-round 
championship race, but they had 
tons of fun.

For both seasoned rowers 
or someone looking to make a 
difference, there are plenty of 
ways to get involved.
