Last week our Inquiring -Revorter
broached the question as to whether or
not tipping should be pemmitfed in the

‘Greénbelt Barber Shop and Dr Store.
Of the four replies received,

three opposed tipping, and the fourth
advocated tipping only if salaries are
inadequate.

We thoroughly endorse the 6pinion
exprgssed,by these. Greenbeltians, with
the qualification that in Cooperative
Stores, salaries should be adequate,
Granting that this is the casé, as in
Greenbelt it certainly should-be, and
thus far has been, there aecms=to be
no argumant to support tipping, and
there are numerous arguments in oppo-
sition. . . ,

: In. the firat place, tipping is un-
damoeratic, tending to lead to “service
preferential in proportion to tips,
while a coopérative enternrise mst
fundamentally be democratic.

In the second place,- tiponing is
humiliating to the recivient and annoy-
ing to the donor, the latter of whom
often provides hls donation only be-
cause others do- and not because he
thinks the .service worth 'it.

Iu the third place, receipts -from
tips are irregular, and for this reason
should not be included in comnuting
wages. .

Fair prices and fnir wages, with
no tipping rermitted,. will insure equit-
able treatment of customer, regular
and suffigient income to employee and
a better relationship between customer
and employee.

Editors and journalists through-
out the world have during the nast
counle of weeks used the word Democracy
a million times or more; and it is
safe to say that no two of them nor
any two of their readers have read the
word with even ennroximate agreement
as to its meaning.

Webster says that it comes from
tho Greek and means: “Govermment by
the peonle; government in which the

~ supreme nower is retained by the neonle
and exercised by representation, as
in a renublic.™

Now, in these times of confusion,
when there is so much talk of the need
for the "Democratic nations™ to band
together against Dictators, definitions
should be closcly examined and apolied
in order that no wolf in sheep's skin
may be admitted to the party.

Webster has stated that "the sup-
reme power is retained by the neople®
and explains that it is exercised by
renresentation, by which he obviously
means the vote., Now comes the ques-
tion: How effectively can the citizen
retain the supreme nower through the
instrument of the ballot? In other
words, to what extent do the nations
which have suffrage enjoy Democracy?
This question becomes confusing in-
deed when we realize that the vote
exists both in Nazi Germany and Soviet
Russia--nations which we are given to
understand are violently opposed to
Democratic forms of govermment,

Millions of Germans and
Russians, very much as you and I,
neriodically go through the motions
of Democracy and nrobably confuse it
with the real thing.

Demoeracy has been murdered in
these countries, and the criminals
insult human intelligence and decency
by marching its rattling skeleton be-

fore the peonle. In a later discussion
we shall test the nulse of Democracy in
France, Englend and in America where we
feel that it lives, but in varying de-
grees of health.

"We must substitute the .cooperative
yardstick for the "big stick™ if we are
to break the control of ronopoly and
abolish poverty and unermloyment," E.R.
Bowen, general Secretary of the The Co-
operative League of the U. &. As, told
the Senate Cormittee on Unerployrent and
Relief here Wednesday.

While private profit business was
tottering into its third major decline

since the World War, the business of the

major cooperative organizations in the
U. €, increased 21% in 1937, the number

of their cooperative employees increased |

17% during the yedr, and there were no
failures of retail cooperatives affili-
ated with these coomerative wholesnles,
Mr. Bowen told the Sénate Cormittee.

Although eonsurier cooneratives do
only a little over 1% of the national
business, they include in their merber-
ship 2,000,000 Amcrican consurkrs and
do an annual business of half .a billion
dollers a year. The cooneratives, Nr,
bowen declared, have tended to. stabilize
eriployrent, investment and distribution
in the fields in which they have devel-
oped. And in Sweden and Finland, where
the co-ops have had their greatest de-
velonnent, they have been a vital factor
in stabilizingtthe entire national econ-
oriy so that unemployment has beun ﬂrac-
tically eliminated.

"Eventually the neonle of the.Unitad
States will realize that all the.nropo-
sals nf nrivate =»rofit business .t> end
denressione are larrely futile,™ Mr,
Bowen precdicted. ™"Free cormetition has
failed to function. Monopolistie.bus-
iness will not zet voluntarily to reduce
prices to the eonsumer and raise pay to
procducers. Governrent re:sulation of
private profit business is ineffective.
